Horizon Nuclear Power Wylfa Limited: Wylfa Newydd New Nuclear Power Station 

Notification in accordance with section 46 of the Planning Act 2008  

1. I write on behalf of Horizon Nuclear Power Wylfa Limited ("Horizon") regarding its
proposals for the construction, operation and maintenance of a new nuclear power
station and other development, at Wylfa, Anglesey ("Wylfa Newydd Project").

2. Horizon intends to apply to the Secretary of State ("SoS") for a development consent
order ("DCO") for the Wylfa Newydd Project under section 37 of the Planning Act 2008
("Planning Act").  The application for DCO is anticipated to be submitted in the second
quarter of 2017. This letter constitutes formal notification of the SoS pursuant to section
46 of the Planning Act.

3. Horizon is now commencing formal pre-application consultation about the Wylfa Newydd
Project with the consultation bodies identified under section 42(1) of the Planning Act
and this will run until 25 October 2016.  This consultation is Horizon's Stage Two pre-
application consultation.

4. In accordance with section 46(1) of the Planning Act please see below the Stage Two
pre-application consultation documents that have been provided to the section 42
consultation bodies and which have been separately sent to you. These documents
include both technical and non-technical documents, as well as a number of online
resources:

RE: Isle of Anglesey County Council’s Response to Horizon Nuclear Power’s 
Revised Statement of Community Consultation (in accordance with s.47 of the 
Planning Act 2008) 
 
I am writing to you setting out the Isle of Anglesey County Council’s (IACC) formal 
response to your consultation on the draft revised Statement of Community Consultation 
(SOCC). 
 
Firstly, may I thank you for circulating an early draft informally to enable officers of the 
IACC to make comments, the majority of which were incorporated in the draft you issued 
formally to the IACC on 23rd December 2015.  
 
Secondly, I convey the appreciation of the Leader for your colleagues coming along to 
Llangefni to present to Members on 8th January to outline the reasons for and purpose of 
the draft SOCC, the key changes, and your high level Planning Consenting Strategy. As 
always, the Question and Answer session proved very informative and constructive, 
especially your commitment to hold regular future Briefing Sessions for Members to 
update them and to provide more detail on your proposals as this develops. These 
Briefings provide Members with a better understanding of what is a large and complex 
project, and enables them to engage with the communities they represent. 
 
Turning to the draft SOCC, the starting point for the IACC has been to forward comments 
to help shape the SOCC to provide a mechanism for genuine public consultation. In 
doing so, the IACC has also sought to assist Horizon Nuclear Power (Horizon) in 
removing any risk associated with this process should it not be undertaken correctly. 
 
The IACC therefore, very much views the SOCC as addressing how Horizon expects to 
consult on the substance of what is proposed, when it intends to do so, and how the 
different elements of the proposals and consultations (e.g. on DCO and Town and 
Country Planning Act Applications) are expected to integrate. At the same time the IACC 
appreciates that Horizon cannot be expected to know the detail of future applications at 
this stage, hence our focus on the process of how future consultations will take place.  
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It is against the above backcloth, and in the knowledge that the bulk of the previous 
IACC comments have been taken on board that I highlight the following high level 
comments: 
 
I agree that the draft Wales Bill, which includes provisions which would enable 
Associated Development to be included within the DCO for a project like Wylfa Newydd, 
needs to be referred to in the SOCC.  However, there is a real danger of public confusion 
and a needless ongoing distraction, together with avoidable duplication of effort by the 
IACC and other stakeholders, if Horizon states, as the draft SOCC currently does, that 
Horizon is monitoring the Bill’s progress with a view to the possibility of including 
Associated Development within the DCO.   The Wales Bill proposals are unlikely to be 
legally available in time for the DCO application and, in any event, simply create an 
option (not an obligation) to include Associated Development within the DCO.   
Accordingly, I am asking that the SOCC makes it clear in the SOCC that Horizon does 
not intend to use this consenting route, even if it is available, so that the IACC and the 
public know where they stand now on this important point. 
 
In advertising the Consultation the IACC would suggest that the use of more innovative, 
modern and inventive methods (to supplement those already identified) would have a 
positive impact on the number, quality and variety of comments to be received by HNP 
during the proposed consultation process. Further use of freepost feedback forms would 
also be welcome i.e. including within each newsletter that goes out to 33,000 homes. 
 
I also add detailed comments on the text of the draft SOCC in the Schedule at Annex 1. 
 
The IACC therefore believe that the SOCC, if IACC comments outlined in this response 
are incorporated (including Annex 1), is fit for purpose and is sufficiently robust to 
effectively consult with the public on the proposed new nuclear build at Wylfa (in 
accordance with s.47 of the Planning Act 2008).  
 
I trust that you find these comments positive and in the spirit of the overall approach of 
the IACC to the SOCC and how it can engender genuine and wide reaching engagement 
and feedback, which will inform the consenting process going forward.

Schedule setting out Isle of Anglesey County Council detailed comments on the draft 

Statement of Community Consultation submitted by Horizon on 23rd December 2015 

N.B. The detailed comments below complement the high level responses in the letter dated 

14th January 2016 from the Council’s Chief Executive to Alan Raymant of Horizon Nuclear 

Power. 

Page COMMENTS 

1 Would suggest that it is ‘close working with Anglesey’s Community Involvement 

Officers’ and not specifically the ‘Community Voice’ project 

1 We think that this prominent reference to the draft Wales Bill may be confusing, 

and it would be better to delete "possible changes to national planning 

legislation” 

2 Could we add the ‘Sustainable Development’ slide from HNP Members Briefing 

presentation (8th Jan)? 

2 It would assist with the clarity of the paragraph if the following highlighted words 

were included: 

“The requirements under the Planning Act 2008 relating to pre- application 
consultation do not strictly apply to those elements. However, in the 
interests of keeping the local community and other stakeholders informed 
about the whole project, we will include relevant information on all elements 
of the Wylfa Newydd Project during our pre-application consultation.  We will 
record and share all pre-application consultation responses that we receive 
in relation to the associated developments, though the formal post-
application consultation on these will be undertaken by the Isle of Anglesey 
County Council following the submission of the planning applications, as 
normal.” 

5 Para 6 – Please make it clear that HNP do not intend to use this consenting 

route, even if it is a legally available option by Feb 2017, so that the IACC and 

the public know where they stand on this important point. The wording talks 

about the 'potential need' to follow the new route.  This is confusing, as HNP will 

never be OBLIGED to include AD within the DCO.  It will only ever be an option. 

 

“The draft Wales Bill (October 2015) introduces the possibility that associated 
development will  be incorporated in development consent order applications in 
Wales for the first time.” 
IACC feel that this should say "could" not "will".  It would be misleading to say 

"will". 

6 We note that this is a reduction from 1000 in the Sept. 2014 SOCC 

6 Figure 3 & Figure 4 (p.7) – Diagrams are too simplistic. The IACC request for a 

DCO, TCPA and Consultation timeline that will clearly illustrate their sequencing. 

There are no dates (not even seasons ie. Spring 2016 etc) which is vague 

7 Para 2 - Mentions ‘January consultation’ without any obvious preceding 

explanation as to what this is, what year it is, whether the ‘January consultation’ 

is statutory/non-statutory, or what it is consulting upon. This second paragraph 

needs to explain what the Jan/Feb consultation is intended to cover and what its 
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role is in preparing for PAC2.    

7 There is nothing in this section about when the TCPA applications are going to 

be made, or their relative timing to the DCO application. 

8 Maximising Inclusion Strategy - should this be mentioned earlier and also should 

it be hyperlinked? 

8 Paras 5 & 6 – formatting error 

8 Questions have been raised about how specialist groups will be consulted with 

i.e. elderly people who live rurally without a car?  

8 Refers to ‘NPS’ site, but this is not explained in the key.  This may be confusing 

to the public. 

9 Para 3 – “All materials produced for informal consultation and engagement prior 
to Stage Two will be bilingual. Newsletters that contain information about the 
progress of the Wylfa Newydd Project will continue to be delivered regularly to 
all Anglesey households.” 

Suggest adding the words in yellow to make it clear that the ‘informal 

consultation’ is separate and prior to Stage Two. 

9 Who will receive PAC2 and ‘January consultation’ documents by post – just 

people in zone A or B and C?   

9 The largest number of comments received is in relation to methods of advertising 

and focuses upon the lack of digital and innovative media being adopted. In lieu 

of listing all specific comments, it is suggested that HNP liaise closely with the 

IACC Communications Team in order to alleviate these issues. 

 

As a general note, much more use of digital media should be utilised. For 

instance, the NDA consultation utilises live dial-in webinar chat forums for Q&As 

and to explain various issues in a more interactive way. 

10 A Freepost Feedback form sent with the Consultation letter to each home would 

remove one of the barriers to responding? This may help with gaining increased 

feedback from those who cannot attend consultation events. 

10 “All responses will be recorded, reviewed and considered as part of the 
consultation process and will be stored securely on our behalf. We will 
consider and address responses as relevant to both the development 
consent order and the separate planning applications for associated 
development, though the formal post-application consultation on the latter 
will be undertaken  by the Isle of Anglesey County Council following the 
submission of the planning applications.” 

Suggest adding the words in yellow to clarify that it is post-application 

consultation that the IACC will do. 

10 Final paragraph is not complete. 

10 The ‘large text/alternative format’ notice needs to go on the front and back pages 

too.  People who can’t see well or who may be dyslexic etc are not going to 

struggle to P01 to see it.

Who is Horizon and what is the Wylfa Newydd Project? 

The Horizon group of companies, which is ultimately owned by 
Hitachi, Ltd., is developing a new generation of nuclear power 
stations to help meet the UK’s need for safe, affordable, low 
carbon energy. Nuclear power can play a vital role in meeting 
the challenge of maintaining secure energy supplies for the 
UK, while also tackling the global threat of climate change by 
meeting emissions reduction targets. 

As part of our Project, we are proposing to construct and 
operate a new nuclear power station, which will be known as 
‘Wylfa Newydd’. It will comprise two UK Advanced Boiling Water 
Reactors (supplied by Hitachi-GE Nuclear Energy, Ltd.) and 
associated plant, structures and features (the Power Station), 
together with Associated Development to support its delivery. 
The Power Station will deliver at least 2,700 megawatts of 
electricity, enough power for around five million homes.

The Power Station is a Nationally Significant Infrastructure Project for 
the purposes of the Planning Act 2008 and so we will need to make an 
application to the Secretary of State for Energy and Climate Change for 
a development consent order under that Act to authorise it. 

Consultation is an important part of the planning and development 
process and the Planning Act 2008 requires developers to 
publicise their proposals widely as we ll as consulting with the local 
community, local authorities, statutory bodies and persons with 
an interest in land potentially affected by the proposed Nationally 
Significant Infrastructure Project. This process is referred to as 
‘pre-application consultation’ and must be carried out before the 
application for a development consent order can be accepted by the 
Planning Inspectorate on behalf of the Secretary of State.

In particular, section 47 of the Planning Act 2008 requires 
developers to prepare a Statement of Community Consultation 
explaining how they will consult with people potentially affected by 
the development of a Nationally Significant Infrastructure Project, 
including people living in the vicinity of the proposals. This document 
is therefore an important part of the consenting process, guiding us 
through effective consultation on our proposals before making an 
application for a development consent order.

Having made some amendments to our proposed approach since 
the publication of our first Statement of Community Consultation in 
September 2014, we have now produced this updated version.

As required by the Planning Act 2008, we have consulted with the 
relevant local authority, the Isle of Anglesey County Council, on a draft 
of the Statement of Community Consultation and have had regard to 
the Council’s response. The Isle of Anglesey County Council is also a 
key participant in the pre-application consultation process, and will be 
invited by the Planning Inspectorate to produce a ‘Local Impact Report’ 
following the submission of the development consent order application.

This Statement of Community Consultation, which is available on 
our website, in libraries across Anglesey and at consultation events, 
is being advertised in local and regional newspapers with daily or 
weekly circulation across Anglesey and north Wales, and is designed 
to help members of the community understand how and what they 
will be consulted on.

What is a Statement of Community Consultation  
and how does it relate to the consenting process? 

It explains: 

•	 What we are proposing to develop – including a brief description of: 
›› the consenting process including how environmental 

effects are assessed in order to identify the potential 
benefits and adverse effects of a Nationally Significant 
Infrastructure Project; and 

›› the Wylfa Newydd Project; 
•	 When we will be consulting; 
•	 Who and where we will be consulting; 
•	 How we will consult with people, groups and community 

organisations; and 
•	 How consultees can respond to the consultation and find out 

about how feedback has been taken into account. 
Some elements of the Wylfa Newydd Project, known as ‘associated 
development’, cannot currently be included in the application for 
a development consent order. We intend to apply for consent for 
these in separate planning applications that would be determined 
by the Isle of Anglesey County Council. The requirements under the 
Planning Act 2008 relating to pre-application consultation do not 
strictly apply to those elements.

However, in the interests of keeping the local community and other 
stakeholders informed about the whole project, we will include 
relevant information on all elements of the Wylfa Newydd Project 
during our pre-application consultation.  We will record and analyse 
all pre-application consultation responses that we receive in relation 
to the associated developments, though the formal post-application 
consultation on these will be undertaken by the Isle of Anglesey 
County Council following submission of planning applications.

We will ensure consultation is meaningful, inclusive and clear by 
providing consultees with information that can be easily understood. 
This will enable constructive and informed comments on the Wylfa 
Newydd Project. Consultation materials will explain elements of 
the proposals on which we are, and are not, actively seeking the 
views of the local community. For example, the use of UK Advanced 
Boiling Water Reactors at our Power Station is already settled.

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DEVELOPMENT CONSENTING PROCESS 
Pre-application consultation is important in the development 
consent and examination processes as it allows us to understand 
consultees’ concerns and seek to identify ways of mitigating the 
potential adverse effects of the development before submitting our 
application to the Planning Inspectorate for examination.

The Planning Inspectorate will need to be satisfied that we have 
carried out effective pre-application consultation, in accordance 
with the requirements of the Planning Act 2008. Following 
examination of the application, the Planning Inspectorate will make 
a recommendation to the Secretary of State for Energy and Climate 
Change, who will make the final determination as to whether to 
grant a development consent order for the Wylfa Newydd Project. 

The Secretary of State has set out policies in relation to Nationally 
Significant Infrastructure Projects in National Policy Statements. 
The Planning Inspectorate must consider, and the Secretary of 
State must determine, our application for a development consent 
order is in accordance with the following National Policy Statements: 

•	 Overarching National Policy Statement for Energy (NPS EN-1) 
•	 National Policy Statement for Nuclear Energy Generation (NPS 

EN-6), which identifies Wylfa as one of a small number of sites in 
the UK that the Government considers to be potentially suitable 
for the deployment of a new nuclear power station. 

Together, these National Policy Statements establish that there is 
an urgent need for new electricity generating capacity, including 
nuclear. EN-6 makes clear that an application for a development 
consent order for a new nuclear power station should be assessed 
on the basis that “the need for such infrastructure has been 
demonstrated” and goes on to identify a site at Wylfa as potentially 
suitable for a new nuclear power station. As such, we will not be 
consulting on the principle of nuclear power, or the suitability of the 
Site for a new nuclear power station; instead the consultation will 
seek views on the specific proposals or options that we put forward.
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HOW ENVIRONMENTAL EFFECTS ARE ASSESSED 

The proposed Power Station is classified as an environmental 
impact assessment development under Schedule 1 of the 
Infrastructure Planning (Environmental Impact Assessment) 
Regulations 2009. This means that an environmental statement 
must be prepared to accompany the development consent order 
application. We submitted a scoping request to the Infrastructure 
Planning Commission (the organisation that previously dealt with 
applications for Nationally Significant Infrastructure Projects) 
in November 2009, and we intend to provide the Planning 
Inspectorate with an updated version of this in early 2016.

The Infrastructure Planning Commission issued a scoping opinion 
in April 2010, formally setting out its opinion of what information 
should be provided in our environmental statement. The Planning 
Inspectorate will undertake the necessary consultations and issue 
a revised scoping opinion in due course following submission 
of our revised scoping request. This will enable us to refine our 
approach to environmental impact assessment and the content of 
our environmental statement.

We consulted on preliminary environmental information during 
our first round of pre-application consultation in late 2014.

We will provide updated preliminary environmental information 
reports to all interested parties during our second round of pre-
application consultation later in 2016. These reports present the 
current understanding of the potential environmental effects 
of the proposals at the time of the consultation. The complete 
findings of our environmental impact assessment will be included 
in the environmental statement that will be submitted with our 
development consent order application.
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The Wylfa Newydd Project

WHAT IS BEING PROPOSED
The main permanent development will be the Power Station 
(included in our application for a development consent order), 
which will include the two UK Advanced Boiling Water Reactors 
and supporting buildings together with the steam turbines, 
electrical generators, and related plant (such as cooling water 
infrastructure and breakwaters), waste and spent fuel storage 
buildings, and supporting structures and features (such as roads 
and landscape setting).

During the construction period, a number of temporary 
construction compounds would be established. It is anticipated 
that a marine off-loading facility will be used for deliveries directly 
to the Power Station Site by sea.

Integral off-site facilities for the operation of the Power Station (a 
mobile emergency equipment garage, an alternative emergency 
control centre and an environmental survey laboratory) would need 
to be provided locally to, but geographically separate from, the Power 
Station Site. Subject to final agreement with key stakeholders, these 
would be included in the development consent order application.

Road improvements will be needed and will be consented as 
associated development through a planning application to the  
Isle of Anglesey County Council under the Town and Country 
Planning Act 1990.

A number of other associated developments are likely to be required 
to support the construction and operation of the Power Station. These 
will also require planning permission under the Town and Country 
Planning Act 1990, and as such would be considered by the Isle of 
Anglesey County Council. These include park and ride facilities, off-site 
temporary worker accommodation and a logistics centre. We are 
looking at the possible legacy benefits of some of these developments 
once construction is complete, such as the potential for some of the 
temporary accommodation to become permanent housing stock.

The draft Wales Bill (October 2015) introduces the possibility that 
associated development could be incorporated in development 
consent order applications in Wales for the first time. We will monitor 
the progress of the Bill with the Planning Inspectorate, the Isle of 
Anglesey County Council and the Welsh Government. However, it 
remains our current intention to progress associated development 
through Town and Country Planning Act 1990 planning applications, 
and any future decision on a change to the consenting route for these 
developments would be made in a transparent manner and widely 
communicated through our consultation documents.

We may also submit a planning application to the Isle of Anglesey 
County Council for some early works to prepare the Site for 
development in advance of the development consent order application.

In addition we will need to apply for a Marine Licence, as well as other 
environmental permissions.

There is a need for the Power Station to be connected to the National 
Grid electricity transmission network, and consultation on the 
necessary development consent order application is being progressed 
separately by National Grid.

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POTENTIAL EFFECTS 
The Wylfa Newydd Project would bring significant (multi-billion 
pound) investment and benefits to the economy of Anglesey and 
north Wales. 

Our current thinking is that we will need between 8,000 and 
10,000 construction workers during peak periods. This includes 
construction workers at the Power Station Site, Off-Site Power 
Station Facilities and Associated Developments. The Project will 
also create and support further employment and supply chain 
opportunities in support services and industries. 

Once operational, we expect up to 850 permanent jobs at the 
Power Station across a wide range of roles. Approximately 1,000 
additional workers will be required during planned periods of plant 
outage for maintenance. 

The Wylfa Newydd Project would be a large construction scheme, 
with major activities taking place on the Power Station Site and  
the surrounding area over a number of years. Once constructed,  
the Power Station would become a significant feature within  
the landscape. 

To provide opportunities for you to comment, ourconsultation 
materials will outline our evolving proposals in the run up to 
making an application for a development consent order.

We will include information on the potential community and 
environmental effects of the proposals (including the cumulative 
effects of our Project with other developments happening in a 
similar timeframe), covering issues such as socio-economics, 
Welsh language, recreation, traffic and transport, noise, air quality, 
soils, hydrology, ecology, tides and sea currents, landscape and 
views. Information will be included on measures that we propose 
to reduce any potential adverse effects such as landscaping 
and the provision of new wildlife features and habitats. Our 
consultation information will also include details of the potential 
environmental and community benefits of the Project.

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Our approach is to hold two main stages of formal pre-
application consultation, ahead of making our application for 
a development consent order for the Power Station. Stage 
One was held towards the end of 2014, and the second stage 
(Stage Two) is expected to take place later in 2016. 

The precise timing of the second stage (Stage Two) will be 
largely dependent upon the issues which arise from our 
ongoing engagement activity, however it will take place in  
the second half of 2016. 

We will publish the details of consultation dates, venues and 
opening times, and where documents can be inspected,  
at least one month in advance through our website –  
www.horizonnuclearpower.com/consultation - and 
advertisements placed in local newspapersThe second stage 
will be statutory consultation to satisfy the requirements  
of sections 42, 47 and 48 of the Planning Act 2008. 

Once we have analysed and taken account of consultation 
feedback, we propose to make our application for a 
development consent order in 2017.

We will also hold targeted engagement events to maintain 
the dialogue with the community between the two stages of 
pre-application consultation.  This will include activity in early 
2016, which will focus on the changes to the Project since 
Stage One pre-application consultation. 

To ensure the community can understand the whole project, 
such events will encompass issues relating to those parts 
covered in the development consent order and the separate 
associated development planning applications. 

Some of these events will focus on specific issues or target 
specific communities or groups, and we will also continue 
to undertake our regular community engagement through 
open surgeries and the Wylfa Newydd Project Liaison Group, 
between the stages of pre-application consultation and 
beyond.

We will continue to consult with the communities identified in Figure 
5 below, across Zones A, B and C. However, anyone can provide 
feedback on our proposals for the Wylfa Newydd Project and written 
information will be made widely available, to ensure consultation is 
effective and accessible. 

Our consultation process will take place across the three ‘zones’ (see 
Figure 5), which are: 

• Zone A – Anglesey, which is the area most likely to be directly
affected by the Wylfa Newydd Project;

• Zone B – Gwynedd (Arfon) area, which includes Bangor and
Caernarfon; and

• Zone C – north west Wales, as defined by the Welsh Government,
including key centres of population and business, such as
Llandudno and Porthmadog.

We recognise that residents, communities, organisations and  
other stakeholders will have different requirements for information 
and our process of consultation will reflect this. For example,  
in Zone A we expect many discussions will focus on the direct  
effects of construction and operation, whereas in Zone C, interest 
may well be on broader economic and social matters, such as 
employment opportunities.

We will target engagement events appropriately at those who are 
potentially most affected by the Wylfa Newydd Project, whilst 
recognising that those who are less directly affected may also want 
to take part in consultation events.

• the on-site Temporary Workers’ Accommodation to refl ect the latest accommodation design and construction works in
the area

• the profi le and height of mounding where it is closest to existing communities

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Horizon Nuclear Power is preparing its proposals 
for a new nuclear power station (Power Station) 
on Anglesey (the Wylfa Newydd Project).

The Wylfa Newydd Project will create significant opportunities and 
benefits for local communities as well as for the whole economy of 
Anglesey and beyond for many decades to come. But we appreciate 
that there will also be concerns about its effects on communities.

Under the Planning Act 2008 the Wylfa Newydd Project is 
classified as a “Nationally Significant Infrastructure Project”.  
The construction of a project the size and duration of Wylfa 
Newydd will likely give rise to local environmental effects.  
Horizon is required to carry out an Environmental Impact 
Assessment (EIA) to demonstrate how the predicted effects of 
the Project can be managed to agreed levels, throughout both 
construction and operation.

Details of our proposed development and the anticipated effects 
on the environment, as well as our proposals for reducing any 
negative effects, are provided as part of the second stage of 
formal pre-application consultation which is running in parallel  
to this consultation. All the consultation documents are available 
on our website at www.horizonnuclearpower.com/consultation.

Introduction
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The majority of the construction activity would take place  
within the Wylfa Newydd Development Area (shown on figure 1), 
which includes the Power Station Site and the surrounding areas 
that would be used for the construction and operation of the 
Power Station, including its landscaped setting. The potential 
environmental effects of construction, such as noise, lighting,  
dust and traffic, and our proposals for reducing any negative 
effects of the Wylfa Newydd Project, known as mitigation 
measures, are outlined in the Preliminary Environmental 
Information Report and associated non-technical summary. 
These documents also form part of our second stage of formal 
pre-application consultation and are available on our website.

We know the potential effects of construction are a particular 
concern to those living nearest to the Power Station Site.  
This consultation document sets out our view of what a voluntary 
plan to reduce the effects of construction noise arising from the 
Wylfa Newydd Project on local residential properties could look 
like. This plan, known as the Local Noise Mitigation plan, will 
form part of our overall Neighbourhood Support Scheme.

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NEIGHBOURHOOD SUPPORT SCHEME

We know people living closest to the proposed Power Station 
Site have concerns as to how our proposals will affect their 
property and its value. Formal legal provisions will address these 
issues, however the detail of any statutory mitigation will not be 
known until much closer to the start of construction. Horizon 
believes that certainty and security for our nearest neighbours 
could be provided by establishing a voluntary scheme earlier 
than this, even if it duplicates the statutory process. 

We have therefore developed a voluntary initiative to assist 
residential owners within a defined area close to the proposed 
Power Station. In 2014 we consulted on our proposed 
Neighbourhood Support Scheme (NSS) in parallel to our 
Stage One pre-application consultation. The NSS consultation 
comprised two elements: 

• Property Price Support – support for residents living
nearest to the Power Station Site who wish to sell their
property but where the property sale price has been
impacted by the development

• Disturbance Mitigation – measures to reduce construction
noise at affected residential properties

The first element of this, the Property Price Support plan (PPS), 
was subsequently launched in April 2015. Details of this plan can 
be found on our website at www.horizonnuclearpower.com/ 
wylfa-newydd-neighbourhood-support-scheme  
(printed versions are also available on request).

The PPS focuses on residential property valuations and the 
provision of support to owners where they wish to sell their 
property. Horizon understands, however, that some homeowners 
who do not wish to move house may need additional support to 
reduce potential effects at their property. While the construction 
activities will give rise to a variety of environmental effects, we are 
confident that mitigation measures identified from our EIA work 
will be sufficient to control the effects of dust and artificial light.

We therefore believe the most relevant effect in respect of 
nearby residential properties will be noise, and as such this was 
the focus of the disturbance mitigation element in our 2014 
consultation. We have now developed this plan further as our 
‘Local Noise Mitigation Plan’ and are asking for your views so we 
can create the final plan. For information on how to respond, turn

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Local Noise Mitigation plan
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WHAT IS IT? 

The Local Noise Mitigation plan would provide improvements 
to eligible properties likely to be affected by construction noise 
coming from the Wylfa Newydd Development Area. The purpose 
of these improvements would be to reduce noise levels inside 
such properties.

The type of typical improvements could include:

• the provision of new double glazed windows or
secondary glazing

• the provision of new doors with improved noise insulation

• the provision of additional (noise insulated) ventilation
to compensate for windows needing to be kept closed,
particularly at night

• the provision of blinds to reflect solar heat during summer
months when windows might need to be kept closed

WHO WOULD BE ELIGIBLE FOR SUPPORT?

A boundary map included as Figure 1 shows where the Local 
Noise Mitigation plan would apply, this is the same as the PPS 
boundary. To qualify for the Local Noise Mitigation plan the 
following criteria would need to be met: 

• the property is residential and is located within the area,
which is shown as the Local Noise Mitigation plan boundary
in figure 1

• the applicant must be a the property owner or holder of
a long lease (with at least 3 years remaining)

• the property has been occupied for the past 6 months

WHEN WILL IT OPERATE?

We don’t anticipate that the plan will be required during the Site 
Preparation and Clearance works scheduled for Spring 2017,  
as these works will be relatively small in scale. Horizon will work 
with property owners to ensure that measures implemented 
under the Local Noise Mitigation plan are in place before the 
start of the Main Construction works, which could begin as early 
as 2018, but the precise timing would be subject to review.

We expect the Local Noise Mitigation plan to remain in place 
throughout construction of the Wylfa Newydd Project and  
will continue to monitor and review its effectiveness  
throughout construction.
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HOW WOULD IT WORK?

When the Plan is launched, Horizon will notify residential 
home owners within the Local Noise Mitigation plan boundary. 
Applicants will be invited to apply to the scheme by submitting 
an application form (including appropriate evidence) showing 
that the property meets the eligibility criteria.

If accepted, Horizon will appoint a surveyor who will make 
arrangements to visit the property and identify the type of 
improvements that would benefit the occupants. The plan will not 
extend to conservatories, outhouses, sheds, or other outbuildings. 
A survey report including recommendations will be produced and 
Horizon will produce a formal offer of improvements to be made. 
The applicant can then accept the full offer, accept some of the 
improvements or decline the offer. No cash offer will be made in 
lieu of undertaking the improvements.

On confirmation of acceptance of the offer in (full or part), 
Horizon will appoint an approved supplier to contact the 
applicant to make arrangements to undertake the works as 
directed by Horizon.

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In January 2016 we consulted on a Project Update for our Wylfa 
Newydd Project proposals. Alongside the Project Update we 
made available a number of fact sheets explaining our strategies 
in different areas of the Project, including community benefits. 

The ‘Community Benefits Strategy’ fact sheet contained 
information about our community benefit aims, and about  
work with the Isle of Anglesey County Council (IACC) towards 
reaching a common understanding on community benefits.  
We also included a list of key principles which we were in  
the process of agreeing with the IACC. 

This update sets out progress since January and options for 
a longer term voluntary community benefits scheme which  
we’d welcome feedback on.

Introduction
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KEY COMMUNITY BENEFIT DEFINITIONS 
AND PRINCIPLES 

Agreement has been reached with the IACC on key community 
benefit definitions and principles, which remain broadly in line 
with the information presented in January. They are set out  
in a ‘common approach’ document drafted jointly by the IACC  
and Horizon. 

The three categories for community benefits are identified as:

• Inherent benefits – benefits that the Wylfa Newydd Project
will deliver without any additional payments or contributions
from Horizon. Examples include the creation of new jobs,
training and apprenticeships, the proposed A5025 off-line
highways improvements and the involvement of new and
existing businesses in our supply chain

• Statutory benefits (we’d previously referred to these as
‘Planning Benefits’) – benefits directly linked to the statutory
planning law, policy and guidance, usually secured through
‘section 106’ planning obligations or agreements relating to
planning permissions. Our statutory benefits will be directly
linked to the findings of our environmental, Welsh language
and health impact assessment work. We would also expect
to look at legacy benefits as part of this category. Examples of
legacy benefit might include new or modernised housing
stock, skills and training and transport improvements

• Voluntary benefits – non-statutory community benefits which
arise from voluntary contributions (of funds, time or resources)
by Horizon to the local community

Responses to our Stage One pre-application consultation and 
Project Update January 2016 consultations supported the 
principles of our voluntary community benefits strategy.  
We have now further developed our high level plans for a longer 
term strategy which we are asking for comment on.

Principles

• Community benefits can support the sustainability, quality of life and wellbeing
of the Island and its communities

• They can be delivered through both statutory and voluntary mechanisms.
Wylfa Newydd benefits could be delivered through both statutory benefits and
voluntary processes

• The whole of the Island is recognised as a major project host community.
The distribution of community benefits should reflect potential localised impacts
(i.e. communities around Wylfa and/or Associated Developments), especially
through the statutory mechanisms

• Voluntary community benefits would be an effective mechanism to respond to
the socio-economic needs of both the Island as a whole and needs that have been
identified in local communities

• Voluntary community benefits should recognise the scale of the Wylfa Newydd
Project, including the inherent and statutory benefits flowing from it

• Community benefits require clear and robust governance that recognises the
difference between statutory and voluntary. Both the IACC and Horizon will
maintain a transparent, flexible and equitable approach to community benefits

• The administration and delivery of voluntary community benefits will require the
establishment of a special purpose and independent structure or fund holding body
– with representation from both Horizon and the IACC among others

• The delivery of community benefits can help achieve Horizon’s Corporate
Sustainability objectives and are linked to Hitachi’s 100 year commitment to
the Island

• All community benefit activities will be monitored and reported upon

• Some community benefits may only come to fruition once a final investment
decision is made for the Power Station, or once the Wylfa Newydd Power Station
becomes operational
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SHORT AND LONGER TERM AIMS

Horizon operates a Charitable Donations and Community 
Support Scheme, details of which are available on our website: 
www.horizonnuclearpower.com/community-support.  
We intend to continue this scheme into the future to deal  
with small scale funding opportunities.

We’re also considering how a voluntary community benefit 
mechanism might work in the longer term for the delivery of 
more significant voluntary community benefits following the 
final investment decision for the Wylfa Newydd Project. A key 
principle agreed in the common approach is the establishment 
of an independent structure or fund holding body that would 
allow for the management of more significant voluntary 
community contributions in the future. 

KEY ASPECTS OF A VOLUNTARY COMMUNITY 
BENEFITS SCHEME

There are a number of important aspects to be considered as 
part of a model for any community benefit scheme. These are:

Clear aims and purposes

Flexibility to consider a wide range of approaches

Effective, transparent operation so that the aims 
and purposes are achieved 

Appropriate structure to ensure proper 
accountability and community involvement 
(for example a company, charity or trust) 

Representation to include local communities  
and local expertise as appropriate in developing 
ideas and operating the scheme

DELIVERING VOLUNTARY COMMUNITY BENEFITS

We are considering and asking for comment on what the high 
level principles and model for delivering voluntary community 
benefits might comprise. We have set out two contrasting 
scenarios to help illustrate the key principles involved in 
different types of voluntary community benefit scheme.

2. A DELIVERY FOCUSED MODEL
A new body could be created with the purpose of actively 
delivering voluntary community benefits. This would be funded 
by voluntary contributions from Horizon (and possibly other 
developers) and could more easily deliver benefits directly than 
a fund could. Some types of community projects require project 
management and coordination which could be more effectively 
delivered this way than through the fund centred model.

A Community Interest Company (CIC) is an example of this model. 
A CIC must use its income, assets and profits for the community 
it is formed to serve. There would be significant running costs 
for this type of company, which would need to employ staff and 
directors, but there may also be greater flexibility in terms of 
what it could achieve. A CIC could still be capable of funding 
community projects directly as with the fund centred model. 

OTHER CONSIDERATIONS

Decisions on the voluntary community benefit model also 
depend on other considerations, including: 

• the amount of funding that is available and timing

• the experience of others in operating similar funds on
Anglesey through the involvement of organisations such as
Menter Môn and Medrwn Môn

• the need to ensure that any funding model complements
other funds such as the Anglesey Charitable Trust to ensure
the best outcome for local communities

1. A FUND CENTRED MODEL
Under this model, payments from Horizon could be made into 
an independent fund to which local organisations could apply  
for financial assistance. 

There are already a number of existing organisations with 
experience in administering community funds. They work 
within local communities to help ensure that they are properly 
represented. Their knowledge of other funding sources may help 
those wishing to source multiple funds. 

The administering organisation take a proportion of the fund to 
cover their administration charges and as with any fund, will have 
limitations on what it can deliver. There may also be restrictions 
imposed because of charity law or other considerations.

A fund centred model would need to include the following key 
components:

• ADMINISTRATION
• raising awareness of funding opportunities
• assessing applications
• making recommendations

• DECISION MAKING
• representation from within local communities and

from the IACC

• GOVERNANCE

• procedures to ensure the whole scheme is operated fairly,
effectively and transparently
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Next steps
We will review the feedback we receive on the principles in 
this update document and continue to develop the high level 
principles for a voluntary community benefit scheme.  
Following grant of the Development Consent Order (the main 
planning consent for the project) we will undertake further 
detailed local consultation on more specific aspects of the 
scheme. The value of any voluntary community benefit fund 
would be decided upon following the financial investment 
decision for the Wylfa Newydd Project and would become 
operational at this stage. Figure 1 illustrates these next steps. Consultation on voluntary

Hundreds help Horizon shape Wylfa Newydd Project 
as major consultation comes to an end 

Hundreds of people from across Anglesey and North Wales have taken part in the latest 

consultation on the Wylfa Newydd Project, offering views and opinions which will help Horizon 

finalise its new nuclear plans. 

Running from August 31
 
to October 25, this was Horizon’s second and final stage of consultation on 

the Project as a whole. Local people were sent information by post, invited to view plans, leave 

feedback online, read through copies of documents displayed in key locations across the region and 

attend public exhibitions and drop-in events to discuss the proposals with Horizon’s team. 

Horizon asked people for their views on the proposals for the Project as a whole and on a number of 

specific subjects. These included temporary accommodation for construction workers, strategies for 

creating jobs and developing skills, plans for off-site facilities and its approach to safeguarding and 

championing the Welsh Language.  

Duncan Hawthorne, Horizon’s Chief Executive, said: “I’d like to thank everybody who has taken the 

time to find out more about what we’re proposing and tell us what they think. All the feedback will be 

carefully considered by the Horizon team as we finalise our plans. Even though this formal 

consultation is now complete we’ll keep on listening to the views of local people to make sure we find 

the best way to deliver the opportunities and benefits that local people want.” 

The feedback gathered from individuals and organisations during the consultation will now be 

analysed in detail by the Horizon team as it prepares to submit its planning application – known as a 

Development Consent Order – next year. Consultation will continue on specific aspects of the Project 

throughout the rest of 2016 and into 2017 as Horizon finalises proposals for specific ‘Associated 

Developments’ which require local authority planning permission.
