Procedural decisions made by the Examining Authority (ExA) 
 
The ExA has made the following procedural decisions under Section 89(3) 
of the PA2008: 
 
1. Notification of the draft Development Consent Order Issue 

Specific and Open Floor Hearings  
 
The ExA has made a procedural decision to hold an Issue Specific Hearing 
(ISH) on the draft Development Consent Order (DCO) on Wednesday 24 
October 2018 and Open Floor Hearings on Thursday 25 October 2018.  
These have been scheduled to ensure that we have an early opportunity in 
the examination process to discuss the draft DCO and to hear from 
Interested Parties at the Open Floor Hearings. The formal notification for 
these hearings can be found in Annex F of this letter.  
 
In light of the hearings commencing shortly after the PM, we have also 
decided that any person intending to participate in these hearings should 
notify the Case Manager of their intention to attend by midday 17 October 
2018, as advised in Annex F.  
 
2. Statements of Common Ground (SoCG)  
  
In relation to some of the Principal Issues identified in Annex B, the ExA 
would be assisted by the preparation of SoCGs between the Applicant and 
certain Interested Parties. The draft timetable for the Examination therefore 
provides a deadline for submission of SoCGs.  
 
The aim of a SoCG is to agree factual information and to inform the ExA and 
all other parties by identifying where there is agreement and where the 
differences lie at an early stage in the examination process. It should 
provide a focus and save time by identifying matters which are not in 
dispute or need not be the subject of further evidence. It can also usefully 
state where and why there may be disagreement about the interpretation 
and relevance of the information. The reasons for the differences and 
interpretation of the implications of a difference can then be expanded in the 
evidence. Unless otherwise stated or agreed, the SoCG should be agreed 
between the Applicant and the other relevant interested party or parties, 
and submitted by the Applicant.  
 
The ExA notes the SoCGs already in preparation as detailed in APP-443, but 
also requests the Applicant to explore submission of a SoCG with 
organisations that represent the Welsh Language and have submitted a 
Relevant Representation.   
 
3.      Post-submission application documents  
 
Following the acceptance of the application, the Applicant submitted 
correspondence to the Planning Inspectorate on 17 August 2018. This 
included supplementary information in response to advice given under s51 
of the PA2008 in relation to the Report to Inform Appropriate Assessment, 
HRA Screening Matrices, updated Book of Reference, updated Land Plans 
and updated Explanatory Memorandum.
