Interested Parties are required to notify the Examining Authority (ExA) in writing of their 
wish to take part in a further Open Floor Hearing (OFH) or Compulsory Acquisition Hearing 
(CAH). We remind Interested Parties of the Procedural Decision issued with the Rule 6 letter 
requesting notification from Interested Parties in this regard on or before Tuesday 4 
December 2018 (Deadline 2, Annex A).

(Examination Procedure) Rules 2010. Any oral representations must be based on either the 
Relevant Representation or Written Representation made by the person by whom, or on 
whose behalf, the oral representations are made.  
 
The ExA is responsible for the oral questioning of a person giving evidence and the process 
affords very limited scope to allow cross-questioning between parties. 
  
Our examination will be principally undertaken through the exchange of written submissions, 
and we will decide whether a hearing on a particular issue or topic is necessary. This 
decision is not connected to how relevant or important we consider an issue or topic to be.
