This 
process may be relied on by the Secretary of State for the purposes of Regulation 


63(3) of the Habitats Regulations.  Following consultation, the responses will be 


considered by the Examining Authority in making its recommendation to the Secretary 
of State and made available to the Secretary of State along with the RIES. 


 


Your organisation did not make a relevant representation so is not automatically an 
Interested Party.  However, the Examining Authority wishes to invite you to comment 


on the RIES as an ‘other person’, because of the potential impacts on European sites.  
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The Examining Authority would be grateful if you could take the time to read the RIES 


and to provide any comments you wish to make by 10 April 2019.
