Field 2.15 and Omissions for the Airport 
 
This field lies behind houses in Begbroke. The numbers of panels in the field have been 
reduced as part of the safety cone area for Kidlington Airport but there remain panels 
alongside the ancient woodland.  
 
There is an owl nest box in the field.  Barn owls have nested in the box for eleven years and 
successfully raised chicks in most years, many of which have been ringed. The owls need the 
pasture for hunting and in particular they use the margins of the wood as well as the 
pasture.  
 
I know that you will be aware that Barn Owls are listed as a species of conservation concern 
and it needs a Natural England Schedule 1 licence to even approach the breeding site.  I have 
not found a survey for Owls.  Maybe there was one but if so, it hasn’t impacted on design. 
 
I enclose an official record from the ringers for the site and a photo of one year’s brood. 
Given the proximity to the airport, to Begbroke houses, to a much used Public Right of Way, 
to ancient woodland and the breeding and feeding requirements of the Barn Owls, I would 
ask for all the panels in this field to be withdrawn.
