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APPENDIX 6: HH-XRF METHODOLOGY

The instrument used was a Bruker S1 Turbosdr hand-held XRF instrument operating
at 15kV for the slags or 40kV for the possible crucible fragment. The technique is non-
destructive. A beam of x-rays is generated in the instrument and focussed on a fresh
fractured surface of the sample, the x-rays interact with the elements present in the
sample resulting in the emission of secondary x-rays which are characteristic (in terms
of their energy and wavelength) of the elements present in the sample. The energies
of the secondary x-rays are measured, and a spectrum generated showing a level of
background noise with peaks of the elements present superimposed on the
background noise. Slag samples were analysed for 30 live seconds; the spectrum is
stored. All elements heavier than magnesium (Mg, Z=12), can be detected.

Project Methodology

The Phase 1 of trial trenching evaluation targeted five sites and involved
the excavation of 89 trenches at Maplebeck, 12 trenches at Castle Hill,
52 trenches at North Muskham, 51 trenches at Cromwell Central and 27
trenches at Cromwell North. Each trench measured 50m by 1.80m and
were excavated by a 360° mechanical excavator using a 1.80m wide
toothless ditching bucket.

All features identified were hand-cleaned. Following scanning by metal
detector, features were sample excavated, sufficient to determine their
plan and form, and to recover any datable artefacts.

Project Results

Evidence of Iron Age and Roman activity at Maplebeck and North
Muskham and Roman activity at Castle Hill. Undated, potential
prehistoric activity, as well as medieval to post-medieval ridge and
furrow at Cromwell Central and Cromwell North. Undated features as
North Muskham related with areas of probable settlement.
