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1. Introduction

1.1. The Scheme 

1.1.1. Meridian Solar Farm (hereafter referred to as ‘the Scheme’) will comprise the 
construction, operation (including maintenance) and decommissioning of a solar 
photovoltaic (PV) electricity generating facility, including on-site Battery Energy 
Storage System (BESS), Inter-Array Connections to link the four land parcels that 
form the Solar Development Areas (shown in ES Figure 1-1: Scheme Location 
(Doc. Ref. 6.2)), and an up to 13km overhead line Grid Connection (with one short 
undergrounded section) which would run north towards a point of connection 
(PoC) at the proposed Weston Marsh B National Grid Electricity Transmission 
(NGET) substation, to the north of Weston. 

1.1.2. A full description of the Scheme is included in ES Chapter 2: The Scheme (Doc 
Ref. 6.1). An overview of the Scheme and its potential environmental impacts is 
provided in ES Non-Technical Summary (NTS) (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

1.2. Report Scope and Purpose 

1.2.1. This Transport Assessment Note (TAN) forms an appendix to ES Chapter 15: 
Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) and has been prepared to identify where the 
information that would typically form part of a standalone Transport Assessment 
(TA) can be found in the other reports that have been prepared as part of the 
Development Consent Order (DCO) Application, this includes the Outline 
Construction Traffic Management Plan (CTMP) (Doc Ref. 7.13), as well as the 
Outline Public Rights of Way Management Plan (PRoW-MP) (Doc Ref. 7.15).  

1.2.2. This approach is designed to reduce repetition and provide consistency between 
the DCO Application documents and cross-references have been made to 
relevant sections of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) and the 
other DCO Application documents where necessary. The document also includes 
a detailed review of the collision data within the traffic and access study area, 
illustrated in ES Figure 15-1: Traffic and Transport Study Area (Doc Ref. 6.2).  

1.2.3. This TAN has been informed by consultation with Lincolnshire County Council 
(LCC) as the local highway authority, National Highways (NH) who manage the 
Strategic Road Network (SRN), as well as Peterborough City Council (PCC), since 
some roads which will be used by vehicles travelling to the Site fall within their 
jurisdiction. A summary of the consultation and engagement held is also provided 
in Section 2 of this TAN. 
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1.2.4. The focus of the Traffic and Transport assessment within ES Chapter 15: Traffic 
and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) is the construction phase of the Scheme. The Scheme 
is expected to generate a low level of vehicle movements during the operational 
and maintenance phase, and therefore a quantitative assessment of operational 
phase transport effects has been excluded, with the assessment undertaken 
qualitatively. This is consistent with the advice received from the Planning 
Inspectorate in the Scoping Opinion published in July 2024 (ES Appendix 1-2: EIA 
Scoping Opinion (Doc Ref. 6.3)).  

1.2.5. The decommissioning phase of the Scheme is expected to take place over 40 
years in the future. It will likely generate comparable traffic generation to the 
construction phase. Therefore, effects are likely to be similar to, or lower than, 
the construction phase, and will be managed through a Decommissioning 
Environmental Management Plan (DEMP). This is assessed qualitatively in the ES 
as a quantitative assessment would not be appropriate that far into the future 
and with limited information known on decommissioning.  
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2. Consultation

2.1.1. A transport scoping meeting was held with LCC Highways, NH and PCC on 18 
September 2025 when it was proposed to incorporate the majority of the 
information that would typically be found within a TA would instead be presented 
within ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) and this TAN. Therefore, 
rather than preparing a separate standalone TA document, it was proposed that 
this TAN would be produced to signpost the locations of the relevant information 
contained within other reports, to reduce repetition across the DCO Application 
and to provide consistency between the DCO Application documents. This was 
confirmed as being a reasonable approach in the meeting, where the contents of 
a typical TA would largely be incorporated within the ES on the basis that there 
is often significant overlap between the documents. 

2.1.2. Comments were received from LCC, NH and other relevant consultees during 
Statutory Consultation which took place between 24 April 2025 and 8 June 2025. 
The comments are considered within this TAN, as well as within Table 15-2 of ES 
Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

2.1.3. The transport scoping meeting on the 18 September 2025 also reviewed the 
comments received at Statutory Consultation and how these would be addressed 
in the subsequent deliverables, as well as proposing methodology assumptions to 
be used for the Traffic and Access assessment in ES Chapter 15: Traffic and 
Access (Doc Ref. 6.1).  

2.1.4. This TAN has been prepared to identify where the information that would 
typically form part of a standalone TA can be found based on the other ES 
chapters and reports which have been prepared for the DCO Application, as well 
as to include a more detailed review of the collision data (held in Annexes A and 
B of this TAN) that informs ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). The 
approach for ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) was agreed with 
LCC, NH and PCC during the last meeting in September 2025. 
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3. Transport Assessment Guidelines

3.1.1. ES Appendix 15-1: Traffic and Access – Legislation, Policy and Guidance (Doc 
Ref. 6.3) includes a section on National Policy and references the Planning 
Practice Guidance (PPG), which provides advice on when a TA or Transport 
Statement is required and what the contents of each of these documents should 
contain. A summary of the most relevant paragraphs from the ‘Travel Plans, 
Transport Assessments and Statements’ section of the PPG and where they are 
addressed in the ES is provided below. 

3.1.2. Paragraph 002 of the guidance states that “Travel Plans, Transport Assessments 
and Statements are all ways of assessing and mitigating the negative transport 
impacts of development in order to promote sustainable development. They are 
required for all developments which generate significant amounts of movements”. An 
assessment of the potential impacts and likely significant effects, along with 
embedded mitigation, is provided in Sections 15.8 and 15.7, respectively, in ES 
Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

3.1.3. Paragraph 004 of the guidance states that “Transport Assessments and Statements 
are ways of assessing the potential transport impacts of developments (and they may 
propose mitigation measures to promote sustainable development. Where that 
mitigation relates to matters that can be addressed by management measures, the 
mitigation may inform the preparation of Travel Plans)”. An assessment of the 
impacts and likely significant effects, along with embedded mitigation measures, 
is provided in Sections 15.8 and 15.7 respectively in ES Chapter 15: Traffic and 
Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

3.1.4. Paragraph 006 of the guidance states that TAs “support national planning policy 
which sets out that planning should actively manage patterns of growth in order to 
make the fullest possible use of public transport, walking and cycling, and focus 
significant development in locations which are or can be made sustainable”. Section 
7.2 of the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) provides details of the 
elements of the NPPF that are relevant to ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc 
Ref. 6.1), whilst the Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13) outlines the measures to 
facilitate sustainable travel in the construction phase in Section 7. 

3.1.5. Paragraph 007 of the guidance states that TAs should be “Established at the 
earliest practicable possible stage of a development proposal” and “be tailored to 
particular local circumstances”. In addition, they should “be brought forward through 
collaborative ongoing working between the local planning authority/transport 
authority, transport operators, rail network operators, Highways Agency [now 
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National Highways] where there may be implications for the strategic road network 
and other relevant bodies”. Details regarding the scoping meetings held with LCC, 
PCC and NH to agree the scope of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 
6.1) are provided in Section 5.3 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 
6.1). In terms of addressing feedback received from NH, details are set out within 
Table 15-1 and 15-2 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), however 
based on the geographical, rural nature of the Scheme, it is not expected that the 
Scheme would result in any adverse impacts on the SRN as set out within Section 
15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

3.1.6. Paragraphs 013 to 015 of the guidance provide further details of when a TA is 
required, how the requirements for and scope of a TA should be established and 
what information should be included. 

3.1.7. ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) includes the components which 
typically form part of a TA, and this TAN signposts where the information that 
would typically form part of a standalone TA can be found based on this chapter, 
as well as the other chapters and reports which have been prepared for the DCO 
Application. This TAN has been informed by consultation and engagement with 
LCC as the local highway authority, as well as NH which manages the SRN. 
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4. Transport Assessment Component Index 

4.1.1. The following list sets out a typical report structure for a standalone TA based on 
previous experience of preparing such documents and the information that 
should typically be contained within a TA based on the PPG. The list identifies 
where the information that would typically be provided under these headings can 
be found within this ES and the other documents informing the DCO Application 
as a whole: 

• Site location and existing use – ES Chapter 2: The Scheme (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

• Policy context:  

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.2; 

o ES Appendix 15-1: Traffic and Access – Legislation, Policy and 
Guidance (Doc Ref. 6.3); and 

o Section 3 of this TAN, with respect to NPPG and when a TA or 
Transport Statement is required and what these should contain. 

• Consultation: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.3; and 

o Section 2 of this TAN, with respect to agreeing the approach for this 
TAN. 

• Accessibility appraisal: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.5; 

o Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13): see Section 2; and, 

o ES Figure 15-2: Existing Walking and Cycling Network (Doc Ref. 6.2) 
and ES Figure 15-4: Abnormal Indivisible Load (AIL) Routing (Doc Ref. 
6.2). 

• Collision review:  

o See Section 6 within this document for a review of collisions across the 
traffic and access study area (ES Figure 15-1: Traffic and Transport 
Study Area (Doc Ref. 6.2)) which recorded five or more collisions within 
the five-year period (representing at least one collision per year); and 

o Table 6-3 within this document for a comparison of collision rates with 
national road safety statistics. The full collision data is held in Annexes A 
and B of this TAN; and,  
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• The Scheme proposals:  

o ES Chapter 2: The Scheme (Doc Ref. 6.1); and,  

o Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13), which includes further details of the 
proposals during the construction phase, including the proposed access 
points to the Scheme. 

• Future baseline: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 13.6; and,  

o Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13), see Section 3. 

• Trip attraction and distribution including construction vehicle routing: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.8; 

o Receptor Traffic Flow Tables set out in ES Appendix 15-3: Receptor 
Traffic Flow Tables (Doc Ref. 6.3); and, 

o Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13), see Section 5 and Section 6; 

o ES Figure 15-3: Heavy Goods Vehicle (HGV) Routing (Doc Ref. 6.2) and 
ES Figure 15-4: Abnormal Indivisible Load (AIL) Routing (Doc Ref. 6.2). 

• Committed development: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.11 
which sets out of the cumulative assessment. 

• Assessment methodology: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.4. 

• Pedestrians and cyclists: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1); and,  

o Outline PRoW-MP (Doc Ref. 7.15). 

• Highway assessment: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.8; and, 

o ES Appendix 15-2: Traffic and Transport Significance Tables (Doc Ref. 
6.3). 

• Junction modelling – the proposed working hours are designed to minimise 
additional construction worker vehicle trips on the surrounding highway 
network during the network peak hours. The Scheme is not expected to result 
in any significant Traffic and Access effects during the construction phase 
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including with regard to Driver Delay at junctions (see Section 15.8 of ES 
Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1)). Therefore, it is not considered 
that any junction modelling is necessary given that construction traffic will 
largely avoid the network peak hours, and as a result, none has been 
undertaken. 

• Vehicle swept paths – Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13), see Section 6; 

• Mitigation: 

o ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 15.7 and 
Section 15.9; 

o Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13), see Section 7; 

o Outline Construction Environmental Management Plan (CEMP) (Doc 
Ref. 7.10); and, 

o Outline PRoW-MP (Doc Ref. 7.15). 

• Conclusion – ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), see Section 
15.10. 
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5. Traffic and Transport Assessment Summary 

5.1.1. An assessment of the peak construction phase (anticipated to be 2031 for the 
Solar Development Areas and the Inter-Array Connections, and 2030 for the Gid 
Connection Route), including for the weekday network peak hours (08:00-09:00 
and 16:00-17:00), Development peak hours (06:00-07:00 and 19:00-20:00), as 
well as the weekday (12-hour, 07:00-19:00) and daily (24-hour) periods has been 
carried out and is reported within ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 
6.1). 

5.1.2. The network peaks for the Scheme area have been determined using the traffic 
surveys undertaken in July 2025, which showed that the majority of traffic 
receptors experienced peak traffic flows between 08:00–09:00 in the AM and 
16:00-17:00 in the PM. It should be noted that this marks a change from the 
Preliminary Environmental Information Report (PEIR) assessment where the AM 
peak hour was identified as 07:00-08:00, however the PM peak has remained 
consistent between the PEIR and the ES. 

5.1.3. ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) includes an assessment of 
Severance, Pedestrian Delay, Non-Motorised User Amenity, Fear and 
Intimidation, Driver Delay, Road Safety, Large Loads and PRoW Diversions and 
Closures. The assessment of Road Safety and Large Loads is informed by the full 
set of Personal Injury Collision (PIC) data obtained from LCC Highways and PCC 
(see Annexes A and B for LCC and PCC data respectively). 

5.1.4. The proposed working hours of 07:00-19:00 are designed to minimise additional 
construction worker vehicle trips on the surrounding highway network during the 
network peak hours. In addition, the assessment of Driver Delay has not 
identified any significant effects at junctions and therefore no junction modelling 
has been carried out. The assessment of Hazardous Loads was scoped out at the 
Scoping stage as no hazardous loads are being used as part of the Scheme. 
Nonetheless, the risk of accidents has been considered and assessed in relation 
to ‘large’ loads in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 
6.1). 

5.1.5. As identified above, the focus of the traffic and access assessment is on the 
construction phase. The Scheme is not expected to have any impacts during the 
Operational phase, as vehicle movements associated with the operation of the 
site and maintenance requirements are anticipated to be infrequent and low. 
Therefore, additional traffic movements during the Operational phase are not 
anticipated to have a significant effect on the transport network or receptors.  
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5.1.6. As such, a quantitative assessment of the Operational phase has been scoped out, 
following the provision of relevant information regarding maintenance visits, 
consideration of ISEP thresholds and cumulative traffic effects outlined in Section 
15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). The Scheme is expected 
to attract a low level of vehicle trips during the Operational phase, i.e. typically c. 
11 vehicle arrivals and 11 vehicle departures daily (22 two-way daily movements), 
therefore the operational traffic is not expected to result in a significant impact 
on the surrounding highway network. It is expected that during the Operational 
phase, the Scheme will be served by 10 full time staff and c. 5 visitors per week. 

5.1.7. ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) concludes that no significant 
effects related to Traffic and Access are likely to result from the Scheme during 
the construction phase (see Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access 
(Doc Ref. 6.1), with embedded mitigation in place, as all effects have either been 
categorised as minor adverse or negligible. As such, no additional mitigation to 
that already identified within ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1), 
Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13) and Outline PRoW-MP (Doc Ref. 7.15) is 
considered to be necessary. 

5.1.8. The assessment of cumulative effects related to Traffic and Access is set out in 
Section 15.11 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1).  
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6. Collision Data Analysis 

6.1. Introduction 

6.1.1. ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1) provides a summary of the 
Personal Injury Collision (PIC) data obtained from LCC and Peterborough City 
Council (PCC) for the most recently available five-year period for the highway 
network within the agreed study area. 

6.1.2. This section of the TAN provides further commentary on the road links and 
junctions (for both the Solar Development Areas and Grid Connection Route) 
where five or more collisions occurred (representing at least one collision per 
year), looking into further detail regarding the causes of the collisions, their 
severity and the types of vehicles involved. 

6.1.3. The three levels of incident severity are defined as follows: 

• Slight 

o A collision which results in no serious injuries to the people involved. 

• Serious 

o A collision in which at least one person is seriously injured (possibly 
requiring hospitalisation) but no-one is fatally injured. 

• Fatal 

o A collision in which a least one person is fatally injured, either at the 
scene of the incident or shortly thereafter. 

6.1.4. In each case, the volume and type of collisions recorded have been used to assign 
a sensitivity level which has been used to inform the Road Safety assessment 
within ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). The sensitivity 
assessment criteria are shown in Table 6-1. 
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Table 6-1 Sensitivity / Value Criteria for Road Safety 

Sensitivity/ Value Road Safety   

High Road Links and Road Junctions: 10+ total collisions in five 
years, or more than three serious and/ or more than one 
fatal collision in five years 

Medium  Road Links and Road Junctions: Up to nine total collisions 
(with a maximum of three serious collisions and/or one 
fatal collision) in five years 

Low  Road Links and Road Junctions: Up to four total collisions 
in five years (with a maximum of one serious collision and 
no fatal collisions) in five years 

Very Low Road Links and Road Junctions: Two or fewer total 
collisions (with no serious or fatal collisions) in five years 

6.2. A151 Holbeach Road, between High Road and A16 (Road Link 3) 

6.2.1. A total of nine collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which eight were slight in severity and one was serious. 

6.2.2. Of the nine collisions, four involved cars only, two involved HGVs and cars, two 
involved cars and vans, and one involved a car and motorcyclist. The serious 
collision occurred between two HGVs and a car, which was attributed to an 
agricultural vehicle overtaking a stationary vehicle and losing control. No 
collisions involved pedestrians or cyclists. 

6.2.3. The other collision that occurred between an HGV and car was attributed to 
reckless driving by the car driver, and the two collisions that involved cars and 
vans were either attributed to a driver failing to look properly when pulling out of 
the junction or confusion with roadworks causing incorrect manoeuvres. 

6.2.4. Overall, there were no common causation factors of the collisions recorded on 
this link to suggest there are safety concerns with the link itself. Nonetheless, this 
link has been attributed with a Medium level of sensitivity when assessing Road 
Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.3. A151 High Road (Road Link 5) 

6.3.1. A total of six collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which four were slight in severity and two were serious. Of the six 
collisions, two involved cars only, one involved cars and a HGV, two involved cars 
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and vans and one involved a car and motorcyclist. No collisions involved 
pedestrians or cyclists. 

6.3.2. The two serious collisions involved either cars only which was attributed to 
alcohol impairment causing reckless driving, or a car and a motorcyclist when the 
car pulled out of a driveway into the path of the motorcyclist. 

6.3.3. The collision involving the cars and HGV was attributed to the HGV failing to stop 
in time before colliding with the car in front (which had conducted an emergency 
stop). The collisions involving the cars and vans were either attributed to an 
inexperienced driver veering into the oncoming traffic or as a result of sudden 
braking. 

6.3.4. Overall, there were no common causation factors of the collisions recorded on 
this link to suggest there are safety concerns with the link itself. Nonetheless, this 
link has been attributed with a Medium level of sensitivity when assessing Road 
Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.4. B1165 Austendike Road, between A16 and eastern Site boundary 
(Road Link 11) 

6.4.1. A total of nine collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which seven were slight in severity, one was serious and one was 
fatal. 

6.4.2. Of the seven slight incidents, four involved cars only, one involved an HGV and 
van, one involved an HGV only and one involved a car and cyclist. No collisions 
involved pedestrians. The fatal collision involved one car, which came off the road 
into a ditch, however the cause of the accident is unknown. The serious collision 
occurred between a car and a cyclist, where the car hit the rear of the bike after 
ineffective observation.  

6.4.3. The collision involving the two HGVs was attributed to debris on the road when 
two agricultural vehicles were travelling along the road, and the collision between 
the HGV and van was attributed to careless driving when approaching the 
roundabout causing a collision with the vehicle in-front. 

6.4.4. Overall, there were no common causation factors of the collisions recorded on 
this link to suggest there are safety concerns with the link itself. Nonetheless, this 
link has been attributed with a Medium level of sensitivity when assessing Road 
Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 
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6.5. A16 Spalding Bypass, between A1175 and B1357 (Road Link 14) 

6.5.1. A total of five collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which four were slight in severity and one was serious. Of the five 
collisions, three involved cars only, one involved a car and a cyclist, and one 
involved a cyclist only. The serious collision occurred between two cars, which 
was attributed to exceeding the speed limit and also a distraction from inside the 
vehicle. 

6.5.2. Overall, there were no common causation factors of the collisions recorded on 
this link to suggest there are safety concerns with the link itself. Nonetheless, this 
link has been attributed with a Medium level of sensitivity when assessing Road 
Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.6. A16 Crowland Bypass, between A1175 and B1357 (Road Link 15) 

6.6.1. A total of six collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which three were slight in severity, two were serious and one was 
fatal. Of the six collisions, five involved cars only and one involved a car and van. 
No collisions involved pedestrians or cyclists. The fatal collision involved two cars, 
which was attributed to dangerous driving at a high speed and colliding with the 
other car on the opposite side of the carriageway. The serious collisions involved 
two cars and a car only, which were attributed to failing to look properly when 
pulling out of a junction, and excess speed causing the car to leave the 
carriageway, respectively.  

6.6.2. The collision involving the car and van was attributed to the van failing to judge 
the path or speed of the car when pulling out of the junction and colliding with 
the car. 

6.6.3. Overall, there were no common causation factors of the collisions recorded on 
this link to suggest that there are safety concerns with the link itself. Nonetheless, 
this link has been attributed a Medium level of sensitivity when assessing Road 
Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.7. Hull’s Drove (East) (Road Link 25) 

6.7.1. A total of nine collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which eight were slight in severity and one was serious. Of the 
nine collisions, eight involved cars only and one involved a van and cyclist. The 
serious collision involved one car, which was attributed to the slippery road 
conditions after the car has stopped to allow a larger vehicle to overtake but then 
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left the road and went into the ditch. The road layout was also cited as a possible 
causation factor. The collision involving the van and cyclist was attributed to 
careless cycling where the cyclist attempted to overtake the van waiting to turn 
right and they collided with each other. 

6.7.2. Overall, there were no common causation factors of the collisions recorded on 
this link to suggest there are safety concerns with the link itself. Nonetheless, this 
link has been attributed with a Medium level of sensitivity when assessing Road 
Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.8. A16 Crowland Bypass (East of Crowland) (Road Link 33) 

6.8.1. A total of six collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which four were slight in severity whilst one was serious, and one 
was fatal. 

6.8.2. The fatal incident involved a car colliding with a fire engine and also resulted in 
damage to an LGV and two other cars. It was attributed to reckless and 
inobservant driving. 

6.8.3. The serious incident involved a car driver misreading a road marking and colliding 
with another car. The incident was attributed to inobservant driving. 

6.8.4. Three of the four slight incidents involved two cars and were attributed to poor 
or inobservant driving, whilst the other slight incident involved one car and was 
caused by a distracted driver. 

6.8.5. Overall there were no common causation factors of the collisions recorded on 
this link to suggest there are safety concerns with the link itself. Nonetheless, this 
link has been attributed with a Medium level of sensitivity when assessing Road 
Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.9. A16 (South of Crowland) (Road Link 34) 

6.9.1. A total of 16 collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which 12 were slight in severity whilst two were serious and two 
were fatal. 

6.9.2. Of the two fatal incidents, one involved an HGV hitting a pedestrian whilst the 
other involved a car driving into the opposite carriageway and hitting a 
motorcycle and multiple cars. The former incident was confirmed at an inquest to 
have been caused by a deliberate suicide attempt by the pedestrian, whilst the 
latter incident was attributed to reckless driving. 
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6.9.3. Of the two serious accidents, one involved three cars and the other involved a 
car and a motorcycle. The former incident did not have a specified cause, whilst 
the latter incident was attributed to the car driver likely failing to look properly 
when turning. 

6.9.4. The incidents classified as slight were all attributed to either poor driving, or driver 
distraction, with the exception of one incident in which a vehicle was overturned 
in high winds. 

6.9.5. Overall, no common causation factors were identified on this road link to suggest 
that there may be safety concerns on the link itself. Nonetheless, to reflect the 
high number of incidents on this link including two fatal incidents, it has been 
assigned a High level of sensitivity when assessing Road Safety in Section 15.8 of 
ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.10. A16 (North of Peterborough) (Road Link 35) 

6.10.1. A total of 13 collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which five were slight in severity whilst four were serious and four 
were fatal. 

6.10.2. Of the four fatal incidents, one involved a single car driving off the road and 
flipping over, two involved cars attempting to pass in the wrong lane and causing 
a crash, and one involved a car colliding with an HGV, which then span and 
collided with another HGV. The incident involving the single car was attributed 
to alcohol intoxication, whilst the others were all attributed to either reckless or 
inobservant driving. 

6.10.3. Of the four serious incidents, two involved two cars colliding, one involved a car 
colliding with another car which then cascaded into two more cars in front, and 
one involved a cyclist colliding with the rear of a car. In each case, the incidents 
were attributed to either reckless or inobservant driving/cycling. 

6.10.4. Of the five slight incidents, three involved two cars, one involved three cars, and 
one involved a lorry driving into the back of a car. All were attributed to 
inobservant driving. 

6.10.5. Overall, there do not appear to be any common causation factors with the link 
itself, with the majority of incidents stemming from either reckless of inobservant 
driving, which might suggest that there may be safety concerns with the link itself. 
However, to reflect the high number of serious and fatal accidents this link has 
been assigned a High level of sensitivity when assessing Road Safety in Section 
15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 
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6.11. B1168 Raven's Gate / B1165 Raven's Bank (Road Junction 6) 

6.11.1. A total of 11 collisions occurred on this link for the most recently available five-
year period, of which eight were slight in severity whilst three were serious. 

6.11.2. All three serious incidents involved two cars and were attributed to reckless or 
poor driving, specifically involving a failure to give way when crossing the 
junction.  

6.11.3. Of the eight slight incidents, one involved two LGVs, one involved a car and a 
motorcycle, two involved a car and an LGV, and the remaining four involved two 
cars. All incidents were attributed to poor driving, with one incident also 
attributed to a driver being under the influence of alcohol. Failure to give way was 
again cited as a possible cause in some of the incidents. 

6.11.4. Overall, the failure to give way when crossing the junction was cited as a common 
causation factor for several of the collisions recorded at this junction. Because of 
this and the relatively high volume of accidents, this link has been attributed with 
a High level of sensitivity when assessing Road Safety in Section 15.8 of ES 
Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.12. A16 Crowland Bypass / B1166 Hull’s Drove / B1166 James Road 
(Road Junction 11) 

6.12.1. A total of seven collisions occurred at this junction for the most recently available 
five-year period, of which six were slight in severity and one was serious. Of the 
seven collisions, three involved cars only, one involved a car and motorcyclist, one 
involved vans only, one involved a car and taxi and one involved car and van. No 
collisions involved pedestrians or cyclists. 

6.12.2. The serious collision occurred between a car and motorcyclist, which was 
attributed to careless driving by the car driver who failed to look properly when 
pulling out of the junction and collided with the motorcyclist. 

6.12.3. The collision involving only vans was attributed to one of the vans failing to look 
properly when crossing over the junction and colliding with the other van 
travelling in the opposite direction. The collision involving the car and van was 
attributed to careless driving and failing to judge the other persons path/ speed 
when navigating the junction. 

6.12.4. Overall, several of the incidents appeared to have a common causation factor of 
a driver failing to properly check for oncoming vehicles when crossing the 
junction. Therefore, this link has been attributed with a Medium level of 
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sensitivity when assessing Road Safety in Section 15.8 of ES Chapter 15: Traffic 
and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). 

6.13. Collisions Summary 

6.13.1. Table 6-2 contains a summary of all link and junction receptors which recorded 
at least one Collision within the last five years of recorded data.

6.14. Collision Rates 

6.14.1. To support the Road Safety assessment, the collision rates for each link have been 
calculated and compared to the national average collision rates of the relevant 
road type to determine whether any links within the study area have unusually 
high accident rates. 

6.14.2. The collision rates have been calculated per billion vehicle miles travelled using 
the following formula, where 365 represents the number of days in a year and 5 
represents the number of years’ worth of data analysed.

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6.14.3. Table 6-3 shows the collision rates for all link receptors which recorded at least 
one accident in the last five years’ worth of data. 

6.14.4. The collision rate data indicates that most link receptors are either below, 
comparable to or are only marginally above the national average collision rate for 
their respective road type. All receptors which recorded collision rates at least 
30% higher than the national average have been manually reassessed to 
determine whether their sensitivities should be upgraded. 

6.14.5. Receptors which have been reassessed in this way are noted as follows: 

• L3 – A151 Holbeach Road 

o The collision rate at this receptor is approximately 56% higher than the 
national average collision rate and has therefore been adjusted from 
Medium to High sensitivity. 

• L11 – B1165 Austendike Road 

o The collision rate at this receptor is about 80% higher than the national 
average and has therefore been adjusted from Medium to High 
sensitivity. 

• L22 – James Road 

o The collision rate on this receptor is approximately 600% higher than 
the national average. However, this result this is skewed by the very 
short link length (0.1 miles) and is considered to be both 
unrepresentative and misleading, given that only a single collision (slight 
in severity) was recorded during the five-year period. Therefore, the 
original assigned sensitivity level on this link has not been adjusted. 

• L25 – Hull's Drove (East) 

o The collision rate at this receptor is about 40% higher than the national 
average and has therefore been adjusted from Medium to High 
sensitivity. 

6.14.6. For the purpose of a robust assessment, no links with below average collision 
rates have been reduced in sensitivity.

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7. Summary 

7.1.1. This TAN has been prepared to identify where the information that would 
typically form part of a standalone TA can be found within the other application 
documents that have been prepared for the DCO Application, as well as to 
provide a more detailed commentary on the collision data which informs ES 
Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc Ref. 6.1). This approach is designed to 
reduce repetition and provide consistency between documents. 

7.1.2. The approach of preparing a TAN in place of a full standalone TA has been agreed 
with LCC Highways and National Highways during the meeting held in September 
2025. It was agreed that the TAN should direct the reader towards the other 
documents where the relevant information is contained (to reduce duplication 
and provide consistency between them), whilst providing further details where 
necessary. 

7.1.3. It is considered that this TAN, along with ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access (Doc 
Ref. 6.1), the Outline CTMP (Doc Ref. 7.13), as well as the Outline PRoW-MP 
(Doc Ref. 7.15), includes the necessary information that would be expected to be 
included within a TA based on the scale and nature of the Scheme. An assessment 
of cumulative schemes is also presented within ES Chapter 15: Traffic and Access 
(Doc Ref. 6.1). It is not considered that a standalone TA or any further information 
is required to that presented within the deliverables signposted within this TAN. 

7.1.4. The collision data analysis shows that some link and junction receptors within the 
study area have been assessed as either Medium or High Sensitivity for the EIA 
based on the sensitivity criteria outlined in Table 6-1. The collision rates for link 
receptors have also been evaluated, and in a limited number of cases this has 
resulted in amendments to the assigned sensitivities where the observed collision 
rate is significantly higher than the national average.
