The PD should be updated
in due course to provide the specific dates for the
consultation period;

The Adequacy of Consultation Milestone (AoCM) is to
be submitted in September 2025. However, the
Applicant also envisages submitting the application in
September 2025. The Applicant should be aware of
the Planning Act 2008: Pre-application stage for
Nationally Significant Infrastructure Projects guidance
advises that the AoCM should be submitted no later
than 3 months before application submission. As such
the Inspectorate advises the Applicant to consider this
matter and carry out any necessary updates to the PD,;
The PD does not provide any timescales for the
submission of draft documents for the Inspectorate's
review, or confirmation of what documents will be
submitted. The PD should be updated to provide an
accurate date for this submission, allowing a six-week
period for the Inspectorate's review and ensuring
sufficient time before the application submission date
to demonstrate regard to the Inspectorate's
comments;

As you are aware, colleagues in the Inspectorate's
Environmental Services team are currently considering
the Applicant's scoping request, and a Scoping Opinion
will be issued by 29 January 2025.

The applicant confirmed that the LPAs involved are not
currently familiar with the NSIP process. The
Inspectorate advised the applicant to encourage LPAs
to explore opportunities for resource sharing. It was
noted that, in cases where LPAs have limited
experience with NSIP procedures, collaborative working
and pooling of resources can be advantageous to the
effective delivery of the project.

The Inspectorate referenced the Stanford to London
pipeline project as an example of this, where multiple
London councils joined forces and appointed a single
representative to respond to questions on behalf of all
participating authorities.

The Inspectorate explained that a draft document review
may be useful to the applicant, given the optionality
present in the draft development consent order and
complexity of the works plans, emphasising that
submitting draft documents can support a smoother
examination. It noted that this consists of a six-week
period during which draft documents are reviewed.

The Inspectorate encouraged the applicant to provide
progressed versions of documents where possible, to
enable meaningful and constructive feedback.

The Inspectorate also advised the applicant that it could
review introductory chapters in the Environmental
Statement (ES) and the Habitat Regulation Assessment
(HRA).

The Inspectorate
advised that the applicant should consider the issues
raised by the Examining Authority and seek to avoid
them to facilitate a smoother examination.

The Inspectorate advised that mitigation measures
which have been specifically added to achieve the
purpose of avoiding or reducing its harmful effects on a
habitats site should not be considered at the screening
stage of the HRA. Such measures must instead be
considered in the appropriate assessment (if required).

In response,
the Inspectorate advised that this approach would be
appropriate and recommended that the community be
treated as a statutory council for the duration of the
proceedings.

Cyfeiriodd yr Arolygiaeth hefyd at
brosiectau ar y rhaglen mabwysiadwr cynnar, fel
NSIPau Outer Dowsing a Datgarboneiddio Cory, a
gyflwynodd ddogfennau ymagwedd ddylunio a
chydymffurfio & pholisiau.

Cyfeiriodd yr Arolygiaeth yr ymgeisydd hefyd aty
tudalennau cyngor ar ddylunio da fel man cychwyn
defnyddiol os bydd yr ymgeisydd yn dewis datblygu
dogfen esblygiad dylunio. Cynghorodd yr ymgeisydd i
ddefnyddio dull o’r brig i lawr ar gyfer hyn, gan ddechrau
o’i weledigaeth lefel uchel @’i rhannu i ddisgrifio sut 'y
datblygodd. Holodd yr ymgeisydd a ddylid cynnwys
cyfleoedd economaidd lleol. Dywedodd yr Arolygiaeth
fod hyn yn dderbyniol, ar yr amod ei fod yn rhan o
amcanion y prosiect.

The applicant asked the Inspectorate if they had a good
example of how to record its design decisions and
evolution. The Inspectorate advised the applicant
applications frequently contain an ES chapter on design
and alternatives. The Inspectorate also referenced
projects on the early adopter programme, such as the
Outer Dowsing and Cory Decarbonisation NSIPs, who
submitted design approach and policy compliance
documents.

The Inspectorate also signposted the applicant to the
good design advice pages as a useful starting point if
the applicant opts to develop a design evolution
document. It advised the applicant to take a top-down
approach to this, starting from its high-level vision and
breaking it down to develop a story of how its
progressed. The applicant queried if local economic
opportunity should be included. The Inspectorate
advised that this is acceptable, providing its part of the
project's objectives.

The applicant identified a discrepancy between the
Biodiversity Net Gain (BNG) metric applied to NSIP
projects and the requirements outlined in Welsh policy
documents. The Inspectorate advised the applicant to
seek guidance from Natural Resources Wales (NRW) to
ensure their proposed approach is appropriate.

It also advised that NRW should have an understanding
of the NSIP process, due to the various Welsh NSIPs in
existence.
