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Works on a long-awaited special educational
needs and/or disabilities (SEND) school in
Osgodby are set to commence this summer, the
Minister for School Standards, 

 has confirmed. 
The 100-place all-through school for children

aged three to 19-years-old is anticipated to be
complete in 2027. 

Officials from the government, 
said, will be meeting with the school’s Wellspring
Academy Trust on Monday, June 30 and members
of North Yorkshire Council on Tuesday, July 1. 

In a statement included in a letter to
 said: “Departmental officials are

currently working with North Yorkshire Council
and Wellspring Academy Trust in preparation
towards contract award. 

“This includes the finalisation of the site lease
with the council and agreement of a pre-funding
agreement letter with the trust.” 

A unanimous decision to approve the school’s
application, submitted by Bowmer + Kirkland, was
made by members of North Yorkshire Council’s
Strategic Planning Committee on April 9, 2024. 

The application featured plans to build the 2.1-
hectare site off Hull Road in the village, which will
house a two-storey building with ground-floor
teaching areas and access to covered outside
spaces, separate play areas for different age groups,
and integrated classroom suites. 

Separate vehicle and pedestrian access to the
school are also included in the plans, with an access
road from the A63 on the eastern section and car

parking for 76 vehicles and space for electric
vehicle charging points. 

The proposal received widespread support from
locals, with residents citing a “desperate” need for
SEND facilities in the Selby area, highlighting the
cases of some children as young as four who
currently face a two-hour journey to get to school. 

In the letter, the Minister added: “We have been
clear that we want to make sure all children and
young people with special educational needs and

disabilities receive the support they need to achieve
and thrive. 

“We have already announced the investment of
£740 million this year in schools’ capital funding to
meet the needs of children with SEND. 

“This can include adaptations or the creation of
specialist units in mainstream schools alongside
delivering special schools and place like that in
Selby.
