The Proposed Development within Section F Portishead is to comprise:
. Construction of a 400kV overhead line;
. The removal of F Route and W Route 132kV overhead lines;

e  Construction of 132kV underground cables and CSEPP (BW Route —
Option B - alternative route)); and

. Modifications at Portishead 132kV Substation.

At present, the final 400kV OHL route alignment through the Gordano valley has
not been determined. As such, two proposed routes have been considered, as
an ‘alternative’ and ‘preferred’ option.

Section F Portishead comprises the areas between the northern edge of the
Tickenham Ridge at Clapton in Gordano and the Severn Estuary at Portishead.

The area comprised the northern-most part of the Tickenham Ridge at in excess
of 70m above Ordnance Datum (aOD), sloping steeply down towards the north
and the Gordano valley, which is located at between 8m and 12m aOD. The
Gordano valley consists of low-lying open fields used for predominantly
agricultural purposes with frequent interconnected drains and small surface
water features. Areas of wetland habitat and ponds are located close to the
Severn Estuary in the north of Section F Portishead.

The M5 motorway has been cut into the northern face of the Tickenham Ridge.
The Royal Portbury Dock including areas of commercial, light and heavy industry
is located east of Section F Portishead.

The main population centres within this section of the route alignment include
Clapton in Gordano, Sheepway, Portbury and the larger town of Portishead.

In accordance with the information provided at tender stage, this assessment
was undertaken to provide an initial assessment of potential contamination on
site and determine potentially complete pollutant linkages, if present. The report
can be used as a technical baseline in support of a preliminary environmental
impact (PEI) report and subsequent environmental statement (ES).

PRELIMINARY RISK ASSESSMENT

A site walkover inspection was undertaken by RSK on 5 June 2013. The
alignment of the F and W routes and the proposed 132kV underground cable
trend approximately north to south over the Tickenham Ridge, towards the
Portishead 132/33kV substation, located immediately east of Portishead. Two
further OHL defined, as the G and BW routes, exist the substation and trend wet
to east, proceeding east towards Avonmouth. These cross low-lying agricultural
fields. Close to the substation, these OHL cross wetland habitat including
several large ponds used by Avon Wildlife Trust for bird conservation. No
significant sources of potential contamination were identified.

The ‘preferred’ new 400kVOHL would cross the Tickenham Ridge and closely
follow the alignment of the M5 motorway across agricultural fields, between
Sheepway and Portbury. The ‘alternative’ option would align roughly with the

current F and W routes, proceeding across agricultural fields.

No significant current sources of potential contamination were noted in close
proximity to the development corridor. Depots for the temporary storage of
vehicles are located east of Sheepway and Portbury.

No significant primary water features were noted within Section F Portishead.

No Japanese Knotweed was identified in growth during the site walkover.

The area within Section F Portishead has historically comprised a rural
agricultural setting. Numerous fields have generally been used for agricultural
purposes. Portishead has been subject to large-scale residential development.

Several historic landfills have been identified within the Gordano valley.

The area east of Section F Portishead, at the Royal Portbury Docks has been
used for marine/port activities.

Superficial deposits predominantly comprise Tidal Flat Deposits within the base
of the Gordano valley. These consist of silty clay and basal gravel.

Head Deposits are recorded on the sloping sides of the valley, at the base of the
Tickenham Ridge and Portbury and consist of clay, silt, sand and gravel.

The River Terrace 1 Deposits are located beneath Sheepway and comprise
sand and gravel.

Peat is located between the Portbury Hundred (A369) and the M5 motorway in
the vicinity of proposed towers LD95 and LD96 along the preferred 400kV OHL.
A small area of peat is also potentially located very close to or beneath proposed
tower LD100.

Bedrock comprises the Mercia Mudstone Group (MMG). The Pennant
Sandstone Formation forms the northern-most part of the Tickenham Ridge.

The MMG is designated a secondary B aquifer and the Pennant Sandstone is
designated a secondary A aquifer. The superficial deposits are variably
designated as either unproductive, secondary undifferentiated or a secondary A
aquifer (for the River Terrace Deposits).

Numerous interconnected surface water drainage ditches are located in the
base of the valley and however no primary surface water features are identified.

A mineral designation site is located south-west of the F and W routes. Historic
below ground coal mining is known to have occurred at Clapton in Gordano,
south-west of the development corridor.

Several historic landfills are located within Section F Portishead. These include
landfill beneath part of the Portishead 132/33kV substation, a hazardous waste
landfill located immediately north of the substation and a landfill that included the
deposition of putrescible waste beneath proposed tower LD99.

Small commercial properties are located within the general area and include
sewage works, depots, former railway line, smithy and quarries. These are
inferred as having a low potential to result in significant contamination of the
Proposed Development area.

A high pressure oil or gas pipeline crosses the development corridor, including
the existing F and W routes and the proposed 132kV underground cable.

No potentially complete relevant pollutant linkages have been identified with a
risk of moderate or greater.

Potential risks to both controlled waters and human health from the Proposed
Development are considered to be low.

There is potential requirement to undertake ecological surveys owing to the rural
setting of the site.

There is the potential requirement to undertake flood risk assessment. There is
the requirement to undertake a hydrological risk assessment.

It is also recommended that during any geotechnical investigations consideration
be given to undertaking contamination testing, sampling, monitoring to confirm
the low to moderate risk rating.

Suitable mitigation measures should be implemented to prevent ingress of
surface water runoff or sediment arising through construction activity to the
surface water drains and rhynes. Construction activities should additionally take
other ecological constraints/considerations into account and implement
appropriate mitigation measures for the protection of ecological receptors. An
emergency response plan might be required to document procedures should an
incident occur.

Before any site operations are carried out the site should be inspected by an
individual experienced in the recognition of Japanese Knotweed. If Japanese
Knotweed is found to be present, adequate precautions must be employed to
prevent its spread, in particular along water courses during construction and
demolition activities.

Geotechnical desk studies of site ground conditions were undertaken by LSTC
during November 2012 and by Card Geotechnics during January 2010. The
geotechnical desk study reports should be read for further site-specific
information.

A geotechnical assessment of ground conditions was not undertaken as part of
the RSK’s scope of work.

There may be the requirement for intrusive ground works to collect appropriate
data to support concrete design for foundations of towers and other structures
located along the development route, and in particular will be required to confirm
ground stability issues associated with compressible ground hazards owing to
the presence of soft strata along the Proposed Development route. It is also
recommended that during such investigations consideration be given to
undertaking contamination testing, sampling, monitoring to confirm the low to
moderate risk rating in particular where construction may overlap with landfills.

Many drainage ditches and rhynes are culverted to allow access tracks to cross
these surface water features. These may be old or in general disrepair.
Assessment of their condition may be required prior to vehicle movement over
them.

Artificial ground, made ground and voids may be located within 50m of the
development area.

INTRODUCTION

1.1

National Grid

RSK Environment Limited (RSK) was commissioned by TEP Limited (TEP), on behalf of
National Grid (NG), to produce a preliminary risk assessment (PRA) relating to the
ground environment. This is in support of a preliminary environmental impact report
(PEIR) and subsequent environmental statement (ES) relating to the Proposed
Development of a grid connection between Hinkley Point C and Seabank substation.

The Proposed Development is to comprise the removal of an existing 132kV overhead
line (OHL) defined as the F route, between Bridgwater substation and Avonmouth
substation, and the construction of a new 400kV connection, of approximately 54.4km
length, between the proposed Hinkley Point C nuclear power facility and the existing
Seabank substation, using both OHL and underground cables. The Proposed
Development includes modifications to existing OHL infrastructure and the construction
of new substations / compounds and ancillary work, as detailed within Section 1.1.

This report is subject to the RSK service constraints given in Appendix A.

Background

On 16 April 2013, the Secretary of State (SoS) received a scoping report submitted by
NG (the Applicant) under Regulation 8 of the Infrastructure Planning (Environmental
Impact Assessment) Regulations 2009 (S12263) (as amended) (the EIA Regulations) in
order to request a scoping opinion for the Proposed Development. The applicant
notified the SoS under Regulation 6(1)(b) of the EIA Regulations that it proposes to
provide an ES in respect of the Proposed Development. In accordance with Regulation
4(2)(a) of the EIA Regulations, the Proposed Development is determined to be EIA
development.

The components of the development are summarised within Table 1.

The proposed route for the new grid connection and associated work has been
subdivided into nine sections. This report assesses the Proposed Development within
Section F, defined as the grid connection between the northern-most extent of the
Tickenham Ridge, formed by the M5 motorway at Clapton in Gordano and Portbury,
respectively and Portishead, Portbury Wharf and Sheepway on the Gordano valley. The
subsequent sections of the development are covered in separate standalone reports.

A summary of the proposed components within Section F Portishead are as follows:

Construction of a 400kV overhead line;

The removal of F Route and W Route 132kV overhead lines;

Construction of 132kV underground cables and CSEPP (BW Route — Option B -

alternative route)); and

Modifications at Portishead 132kV Substation.
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Two previous ground investigation reports have been made available to RSK for review.
The primary purpose of these investigations was to identify ground conditions for
geotechnical purposes and to provide an unexploded ordnances (UXO) survey. A
summary of these investigations is presented within Section 2.3.

1.2  Objective and aims

The objective of the work is to provide an indication of potential contamination issues
and other ground related constraints at the site.

The aim of this work is to undertake an assessment of the site and surrounding area in
terms of history, environmental setting and potential sources of contamination, from
which an initial conceptual site model (ICSM) can be produced. This report and ICSM
are to be utilised as a baseline technical report for the PEIR and ES.

1.3 Scope

The scope of the investigation and layout of this report has been designed with
consideration of CLR11 (Environment Agency, 2004a), BS 10175: 2011 (BSI, 2011),
and National Planning Policy Framework (DCLG, 2012), plus guidance on land
contamination reports issued by the Environment Agency (2010a). A summary of
relevant legislation is included in Appendix B.

The project was carried out to an agreed brief, as set out in RSK’s proposal (reference
110574, dated March 2013). The scope of works for the environmental assessment
included:

e a preliminary risk assessment (PRA), to include a review of existing reports (if
available), geological, hydrogeological and hydrological information, a commercially
available environmental database and historical plans, correspondence with
regulatory authorities, and a site walkover; this information is used to develop an
initial conceptual site model (ICSM) to consider any potentially complete pollutant
linkages;

e areview of published geological data to assess ground stability;

e consultation with the following organisations:

e  Environment Agency (EA);
e  Sedgemoor District Council; and
e  Somerset County Council.
e presentation of the baseline data in a standalone technical report, along with a PRA

for the site, including an ICSM. It is intended that the PRA and ICSM will form the
basis of an environmental statement chapter.

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2 THE SITE

2.1  Site location and description

Section F Portishead ranges between the northern edge of the Tickenham Ridge,
coincident with the M5 motorway; Clapton in Gordano in the west and Portbury in the
east at approximate National Grid (NG) reference 348392 174459; to the Severn
Estuary at Portishead at approximate NG reference348354 177224. The area generally
comprises flat, open low-lying ground at approximately 8m to 12m above Ordnance
Datum (aOD). The topography slopes gently down towards the Severn Estuary and
associated tidal mudflats at the northern limit of Section F.

The Tickenham Ridge, which forms the southern boundary of Section F trends west to
east, sloping steeply from the south down towards the north. The M5 motorway has
been cut into the northern side of the ridge.

The low-lying area within the Gordano valley predominantly comprises agricultural land
use. Fields are bounded by interconnected drainage ditches and low hedgerows. Major
population centres include Portishead. Smaller population centres include Clapton in
Gordano, Portbury and Sheepway.

The eastern most part of this section includes several depots that comprise open areas
of hardstanding used for temporary vehicle storage.

The Royal Portbury Dock is located east of Sheepway and includes heavy industry, a
port with associated quays and wharfs, warehouses, works and depots, beyond which is
the River Avon and Avonmouth. These areas, including Portbury Docks fall outside of
Section F and have been discussed under separate cover.

Two existing 132kV OHL'’s (F and W) route cross Section F, trending north to south from
across the Tickenham Ridge to the Portishead 132/33kV substation, located at
Portishead.

Two further 132kV OHL's exit the Portishead 132/33kV substation and trend east
towards Royal Portbury Docks and Avonmouth. These are defined as the G route and
the BW route.

A site location plan is presented as Figure 1 and the proposed redline boundary is
presented as Figure 2.
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2.2  Existing reports

2.2.1 Card Geotechnics Ltd, January 2010

The report presents a desk study and preliminary geotechnical risk rating for the
proposed 400kV OHL between the Bridgwater 275/132kV substation at Dunwear,
Bridgwater and the Seabank 400/275kV substation at Avonmouth. The report also
includes an unexploded ordnance (UXO) desk study for the entire route corridor. It is
noted that the current route alignment has been adjusted since the production of the
Card report, 2010. The report includes the whole length of the proposed grid connection
as proposed in 2010.

The key findings of the report are summarised below, however they cover the whole
length of the grid connection route. Where feasible, pertinent features relating to Section
F Portishead have been highlighted within the summary below:

e The existing F route was constructed over a phased programme between the 1950s
and 1970s, with some additions during the 1980s;

e In general, either Estuarine Alluvium or Tidal Flat Deposits are noted to underlie
most of the proposed towers. Localised deposits of the Burtle Beds, Peat, Head
Deposits, Alluvium, Higher Estuarine Alluvium and First and Second River Terrace
Deposits are located along the route corridor;

e Made Ground or worked ground is predominantly located within the Avonmouth area
along the route corridor, however may be located along the M5 motorway or railway
lines and other road infrastructure;

e Soft ground, peat and potentially aggressive ground conditions have been identified
along the route at a number of tower locations;

e The solid geology south of the Mendips is dominated by the Triassic Mercia
Mudstone Group (MMG), which has a thickness of up to 350m. Within the southern
most sections of the route corridor, the solid geology was identified as the Lower
Lias or Blue Lias Formations. Through the Mendips, the bedrock comprises steeply
dipping Carboniferous age rocks including the Upper and Lower Coal Measures and
the Pembroke Limestone Group. Within the Nailsea area the bedrock comprises the
Pennant Sandstone Formation and through the Tickenham Ridge section the
bedrock comprises the Pembroke Limestone Group. From Portishead to
Avonmouth, bedrock comprises the MMG;

e Several geological faults are identified along the route corridor. Within the southern
section of the route there is a slight syncline within the rock strata and a series of
faults where the Lower and Blue Lias Formation overlies the gently dipping MMG. A
significant, however unnamed fault is located in the vicinity of Biddisham, dipping to
the south-west and trending east-west. Faulting intensity increases within the
northern part of the route corridor, especially within the coal measures;
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e Within the Nailsea area, the route corridor passed over coal bearing strata.
Recorded coal workings are located within 250m of some proposed towers within
this area;

e Several small quarries and gravel pits are located along the route corridor and
several historic landfills, are predominantly located within the Avonmouth area;

e A full UXO desk study was undertaken on behalf of Card Geotechnics by BAE
systems. The report identified five former explosives/munitions factories along the
route, dating back to World War | (WWI) at Avonmouth, Henbury, Portishead,
Chittening and Bridgwater. Several World War Il (WWII) defence structures including
pill boxes and heavy anti-aircraft (HAA) batteries where identified in the vicinity of
the route corridor, although these have been dismantled. The majority of the route
corridor comprised a low density population area and as such had a very low aerial
bombing density. Within the City Borough of Bristol (including Avonmouth) the
bombing density of 6e HE/100ha, a relatively high frequency was identified. The
report states that the typical maximum depth of German air-dropped UXO within the
tidal flat deposits within Avonmouth is likely to be in the order of 10m below ground
level (bgl).

e The risk of encountering contamination or explosive devises from munitions factories
or buries UXO is low as the surrounding land use is rural or has been extensively
developed (Portishead/Avonmouth area’s) and any residues are likely to have
degraded and dispersed in the intervening time;

e The report recommends that where ground work is to be undertaken in close
proximity to munitions factories at Bridgwater, Avonmouth and Henbury, that soil
samples should be sent for laboratory analysis to check for the presence of
contamination. Where ground work is to be undertaken close to any HAA sites at
Bridgwater and Avonmouth, site operatives should be made aware of the potential of
encountering munitions; and

e The report provides generic geotechnical recommendations for foundation design.

A copy of the report is presented within Appendix G.

LSTC Ltd, November 2012

The report provides an assessment of anticipated ground conditions based on a
geotechnical desk study, historic borehole logs and historic maps to make
recommendations for preliminary ground investigations, from which preliminary tower
foundations can be designed.

It is noted that the current route alignment has been adjusted since the production of the
LSTC report, 2012. The report includes the whole length of the proposed grid
connection as proposed in 2012.
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The key findings of the report are summarised, however cover the whole length of the
grid connection route. Where feasible, pertinent features relating to Section F Portishead
have been highlighted within the summary below:

The geological mapping for the route corridor indicates the potential for weak ground
bearing properties at tower locations for the majority of locations and piled
foundations would be anticipated;

Cone penetration tests (CPT’'s) were recommended as an effective investigation
methodology to provide geotechnical parameters. Rotary boreholes should be drilled
to confirm CPT results and monitoring wells installed to monitor groundwater levels;

The report identifies both the superficial and bedrock geology beneath the route
corridor;

The Avonmouth and Nailsea coal fields are located within the northern section of the
route. Mining activity may have been undertaken and further investigation was
recommended;

The report summarises the findings of the previous Card Geotechnics, 2010,
investigations including the UXO desk study; and

The report makes generic recommendations for ground investigation techniques to
allow geotechnical parameters to be collected.

A copy of the report is presented within Appendix G.

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PRELIMINARY RISK ASSESSMENT (PRA)

3.1.1

Site walkover

A preliminary site visit was undertaken on 5 June 2013. Photographs of the study site
and surrounds are provided in Appendix C. A description of the site and potentially
significant environmental and geotechnical issues arising from the survey are
summarised below.

Site description
Existing OHL Infrastructure

The F and W routes trend north to south, following the topography and sloping down the
Tickenham Ridge, crossing the M5 motorway at approximate NG reference 348682
174707 for the W route and NG reference 348135 174197 for the F route. The OHL
routes, having diverged in alignment further south on the Tickenham Ridge, proceed
north over low-lying agricultural fields between the M5 motorway in the south and The
Portbury Hundred (A369) located at approximate NG reference 348310 175419. This
area comprises agricultural land with field margins bounded by interconnected drainage
ditches and low hedgerow. Occasional mature trees are present.

Both the F and W routes re-converge at NG reference 348364 175925, crossing
Sheepway Lane and a dismantled railway line, located between the eastern edge of
Portishead and west of the hamlet of Sheepway. The OHL's proceed directly north to
the 132/33kV Portishead substation located at NG reference 348386 176927 and enter
the substation along its southern boundary. The F and W routes cross wetland habitat
including several ponds and designated an environmentally sensitive area (local nature
reserve (LNR)).

Two existing 132kV OHL'’s are located east of the Portishead substation and trend west
to east, towards Avonmouth. These are defined as the G route (northern OHL) and the
BW route (southern OHL). The G and BW routes cross low-lying fields and wetland
habitat/ponds designated a LNR. At the furthest east within Section F Portishead, the G
and BE route cross a depot. This area comprises an open area, covered in hardstanding
and used for temporary vehicle storage.

Preferred proposed 400kV OHL alignment

The proposed 400kV OHL would follow the topography of the Tickenham Ridge and
slope down to the north-east, crossing the M5 motorway at approximate NG reference
348960 174959, immediately west of a sub-way beneath the motorway at Upper
Caswell Farm. The preferred route would trend north-east, trending parallel and close to
the M5 motorway across fields, crossing between Sheepway to the north and Portbury
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3.1.2

to the south at NG reference 349645 175556. The OHL would proceed east-north-east
towards Royal Portbury Docks, crossing a depot currently used for temporary vehicle
storage. .

Alternative proposed 400kV OHL alignment

The alternative proposed 400kV OHL would roughly follow the trend of the current W
route, crossing low-lying fields and west of Sheepway. At approximate NG reference
348664 176650, the OHL would trend east towards Avonmouth, crossing the existing G
and BW routes at approximate NG reference 348915 176923. The OHL would then
proceed parallel to the current G and BW route alignments.

A lay down area/compound site would be located at approximate NG reference 349255
176780.

Proposed underground cable

It is proposed to construct an underground cable to replace the W route. This would
proceed beneath the M5 motorway at NG reference 348960 174959. The underground
cable would cross beneath the motorway close to a sub-way and proceed north,
following the current alignment of the W route. A lay down area/underground cable route
compound would be located at approximate NG reference 348500 175841. This area
currently comprises an open low-lying field used for agricultural purposes. The
underground cable would proceed north across low-lying agricultural fields to the
southern boundary of the Portishead 132/33kV substation.

Portishead 132/33kV substation

The site currently houses electrical switch-gear, several towers, generators and ancillary
buildings. An electrified metal palisade fence surrounds the site in addition to
interconnected drainage ditches. The site was not accessed during the walkover
inspections.

It is proposed to make adjustments to the current infrastructure within the substation,
accommodate the proposed underground 132kV cable and other minor alterations.

Japanese Knotweed

Japanese knotweed is a non-native, highly invasive species and spreads via rhizomes
(underground ‘stems’) rather than seeds in the UK. It is found in a range of habitats
across the UK including roadsides, riverbanks and derelict land.

The initial site walkover did not identify Japanese Knotweed where the development
corridor was accessed.

This inspection was not undertaken by a Japanese Knotweed expert. It is therefore
recommended that before any site operations are carried out the site is inspected by an
individual experienced in the recognition of Japanese Knotweed. If Japanese Knotweed

is found to be present, adequate precautions must be employed to prevent its spread, in
particular along water courses during construction and demolition activities.

Off site issues

The low-lying areas in the Gordano valley are crossed by numerous interconnected
drainage ditches. Several large ponds and wetland habitat areas are located close to the
Portishead 132/33kV substation.

On site geotechnical issues

Both the existing F and W routes, the proposed 400kV OHL and proposed 132kV
underground cable cross flat, low-lying land with numerous interconnected drainage
ditches bordering field margins in the base of the valley. These low-lying fields may be
water logged or partly flooded during prolonged rainfall or during spring, autumn and
winter seasons. In addition, there may be areas that are waterlogged or partly flooded
during ‘normal’ weather conditions. The drainage ditches can be wide and deep,
although the water flow rate is typically low.

There is the potential for weak ground bearing properties where Alluvium, Tidal Flat
Deposits or peat are present at existing and proposed construction locations and along
access tracks. These may give rise to compressible ground stability hazards.

Many drainage ditches are culverted to allow access tracks to cross these surface water
features. These may be old or in general disrepair. Assessment of their condition may
be required prior to vehicle movement over them.

The northern side of the Tickenham Ridge is steeply inclined in places.

Ground conditions

Geology

Published records (British Geological Survey) for the area indicated the geology of the
site to be characterised by the succession recorded in Table 2.

These deposits are found beneath Sheepway and may extend
to beneath proposed tower P-LD96 along the alternative
400kV OHL alignment.

Head Deposits: comprising clay, silt, sand and gravel
described as polymict deposit: comprises gravel, sand and
clay depending on upslope source and distance from source.
Poorly sorted and poorly stratified deposits formed mostly by
solifluction and/or hillwash and soil creep. Essentially
comprises sand and gravel, locally with lenses of silt, clay or
peat and organic material. In the Bristol area: red or brown silt
and stony clay with cobbles of hard rock, e.g. Carboniferous
limestone or sandstone. Argillaceous frost-shattered rock
debris either in-situ or soliflucted.

These deposits are restricted in
extent to between The Portbury Hundred (A369) and the M5
motorway, beneath proposed tower LD95 and LD96 along the
preferred 400kV OHL. A small area of peat is also potentially
located beneath proposed tower LD100.

The base of the Gordano valley and all of Section F Portishead
is underlain by the Mercia Mudstone Group (MMG)
comprising mudstone described as dominantly red, less
commonly green-grey, mudstones and subordinate siltstones
with thick halite-bearing units in some basinal areas at depth.

The Pennant Sandstone Formation is located on the
northern side of the Tickenham Ridge, in the vicinity of Clapton | In Excess of
in Gordano. This comprises sandstone described as Green- | 1,350m

grey and blue-grey, feldspathic, micaceous, lithic arenites of
southerly provenance, with thin mudstone/siltstone and
seatearth interbeds and mainly thin coals.

Bedrock

The bedrock geology of the Tickenham Ridge includes
limestone and sandstone units of the Carboniferous age.
These have been discussed under separate cover.

Made or artificial ground or voids are indicated within 50m of the 500m buffer zone
around the development area, however its precise location is not recorded.
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A summary of the geology is presented on Figure 3.

3.2.2 British Geological Survey (BGS) borehole records

The previous geotechnical desk study reports identified a comprehensive list of BGS
borehole records for the general vicinity of the Proposed Development corridor. Please
refer to the relevant reports for further details on available BGS records.

A brief review of these BGS records indicates that the published geology along the
Proposed Development corridor corresponds with ground conditions encountered during
historic ground investigations.

Copies of the previous geotechnical desk study reports are presented within Appendix
G.

3.2.3 Soils

Reference has been made to the National Soils Resources Institute at the Cranfield
University for data on soil types present within the section using
https://www.landis.org.uk/soilscapes/.

The majority of Section F is underlain by soils comprising naturally wet loamy and clayey
soils of the coastal flats with subordinate amounts of slightly acid loamy and clayey soils
with impeded drainage .

3.2.4 Designated geological sites

Evidence has been sought to identify any designated geological sites in the vicinity of
the site. The sources of information referenced in this element of the desk study include:

e environmental database report (SSSI's);

o the Joint Nature Conservation Committee (IUNCC)
(http://incc.defra.gov.uk/default.aspx?page=4177&authority=UKK12) for details of
Geological Conservation Review reports; and

e the European Geoparks Network (http://www.europeangeoparks.org/) for details of
European Designated Geoparks

There are a number of designated geological sites (GCR'’s) associated with the coastal
outcrop at Portishead (ST461770) approximately 750m to the north west of the
Portishead substation. Interest in the sites comprises Non-Marine Devonian strata,
Silurian-Devonian Chordata, Westphalian strata and Variscan structures of South Wales
and the Mendips.

The following RIG sites were identified:

e Three sites at Clapton in Gordano, approximately 1.5km west of the Proposed
Development. These are located close to the M5 motorway on the Tickenham
Ridge.

It should be noted that there might be other sites at a greater distance from the
development corridor. These are unlikely to significantly impact the development.

There are currently no European designated Geoparks within Section F Portishead.

Radon

The environmental database report indicates that Section F Portishead is located within
an ‘Affected Area’ as defined by the Documents of the National Radiological Protection
Board (Radon Atlas of England and Wales, NRPB-W26-2002). The report states that
areas in the Gordano valley, overlying the MMG require ‘basic radon protection
measures are necessary in the construction of new dwellings or extensions’.

Mining and quarrying

Evidence has been sought to identify any mining and quarrying operations, past and
present, which have taken place in the vicinity of the site. The sources of information
referenced in this element of the desk study include:

e environmental database report

No significant historic mining is shown to have occurred within Section F. The surface
extraction of clay or shale is known to have been undertaken close to Middle Bridge
Business Park, west of the current F route.

It is noted that historic below ground coal mining has been undertaken at Clapton in
Gordano. This has been further discussed under separate cover within Section E
Tickenham Ridge. Potential risks to the development within Section F Portishead from
below ground coal mining is considered low.

A number of small ponds, ground workings, cuttings, quarries and wharfs have been
identified within the wider area, that have been potentially infilled.

Section F Portishead is not recorded to be located within an area affected by brine.

There is a low risk to the development from shallow mine workings.

Designated mineral extraction sites

To determine whether sites with current or future mineral value are located in close
proximity to the development corridor, a review of information available on the BGS
website relating to designated mineral safeguard areas (MSA’s) within Somerset was
undertaken. No MSA’s are located along the Proposed Development. A review of
planning application for mineral purposes was also undertaken. This included the review
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of any recorded valid or expired planning permissions for both surface and underground
mineral extraction activities as recorded by the Mineral Planning Authority. This data
specifically relates to planning permissions dated as of 1 October 2004 and includes
information on the mineral resource extracted.

Key features within Section F Portishead is summarised below, although it should be
noted that there are additional sites within the wider regional area that are considered to
have a lower impact on the development corridor:

o Portishead: located 500m west of the current F route is a mineral designation
area for clay and shale. This former quarry extracted clay or shale via surface
mining. The quarry is recorded as inactive (including yet to be worked), worked-
out and/or restored site;

e There are isolated peat deposits located within the Gordano valley. These have
the potential to be a future resource; and

e River terrace deposits are shown to underlie Sheepway. These are not currently
designated a mineral resource, however have the future potential to be a
resource.

Section F Portishead is located within an area designated under the petroleum
exploration and development licence, issued under the Petroleum (Production) Act 1934
(as at September 2004). This incorporates all areas within Section F.

3.2.8  Ground stability hazards
Evidence has been sought to identify any potential ground stability hazards on or in the
immediate vicinity of the site. The sources of information referenced in this element of
the desk study include:
e environmental database report

Potential ground stability hazards arising from landslides has been designated as low to
moderate risk for the Tickenham Ridge.

Potential ground stability hazards arising from compressible ground are classed as high
for the base of the Tidal Flat Deposits and peat deposits.

A moderate risk from running sand has been identified. This relates to the Tidal Flat
Deposits.

There are no recorded natural cavities or man-made cavities within the site boundary.

Landfilling and land reclamation

Evidence has been sought to identify any landfilling or land reclamation operations, past
and present, which have taken place in the vicinity of the site. The sources of
information referenced in this element of the desk study include:

e environmental database report

There are several historic, non-operational landfills or local authority landfills that are
recorded in close proximity to the Proposed Development. These include:

e A non-operational landfill beneath the Portishead 132/33kV substation (Central
Electricity Generating Board Landfill). No risk to the groundwater aquifer is
stated. The site first received waste during 1956. The landfill received industrial
waste;

e A historic landfill directly north of the Portishead substation (Portishead Power
Station Landfill). Waste was deposited between 1978 and 1992 and included
inert, industrial and special waste. The special waste is defined as waste that
has hazardous properties and is defined in the Special Waste Regulations 1996.
Such properties may be flammable, irritant, toxic, harmful, carcinogenic or
corrosive.

e A local authority landfill is shown adjoining the substation site. Historic mapping
indicate it was in used during the mid to late 1960s. No further details are
provided;

e Prior Farm Landfill, Portbury, which is located between a dismantled railway line
and the A369 close to Portbury. Proposed tower C-PD96 along the preferred
400kV OHL would be located on the landfill, and proposed tower LD97 would be
located close to the landfill. Deposited waste included inert, industrial,
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3.2.10

commercial and household waste, including putrescible waste and was operated
between 1987 and 1922;

e Elm Tree Farm Landfill, Portbury, which is located within 250m of the preferred
400kV OHL alignment. This landfill included inert, non-hazardous waste and
operated between 1979 and 1988.

No other waste sites are recorded close to the development corridor.

Ground gas

Given the anticipated ground conditions the risk associated with ground gas (methane
and carbon dioxide) is considered moderate to high in accordance with CIRIA C665
(Wilson et al., 2007). The risk rating for ground gas is considered moderate to high for
this section of the route alignment due to the presence of Tidal Flat Deposits including
peat deposits and landfills.

3.3 Hydrogeology

3.3.1 Aquifer characteristics
The groundwater flow is expected to follow the topography and flow generally northwards
towards the Severn Estuary.

3.3.2  Vulnerability of groundwater resources
The Tidal Flat Deposits and Peat in the Gordano valley within Section F are designated
as unproductive strata which is:

e Assigned where it is not possible to assign either a category A or B to a rock type.

The head deposits at the base of the Tickenham Ridge are designated as a secondary
undifferentiated aquifer:

e Assigned where it is not possible to assign either a category A or B to a rock type.

The River Terrace 1 Deposits located beneath Sheepway are designated as a
secondary A aquifer:

e secondary A aquifer: permeable layers capable of supporting water supplies at a
local level rather than strategic scale, and in some cases forming an imported
source of base flow to rivers.

The MMG has been classified by the EA as a secondary B aquifer:

e secondary B aquifer: permeable layers capable of supporting water supplies at a
local level rather than strategic scale, and in some cases forming an imported
source of base flow to rivers.

Risk from rising groundwater levels

Rising groundwater levels can result in flooding if not properly controlled. In certain
areas groundwater levels are rising owing to reduced groundwater abstraction by
industry.

The environmental database indicates that the proposed underground cable within
Section F Portishead passed through an area at very high susceptibility of rising
groundwater. A high confidence level in the data is assumed.

Licensed groundwater abstraction

There are no recorded groundwater abstractions within Section F Portishead. There are
several groundwater abstractions located within 500m south/north-east of the site within
Section G Avonmouth and at Easton in Gordano. These are predominantly used for
general use — medium loss.

There are no potable water abstractions within 1,000m of the development area.

In terms of aquifer protection, the EA generally adopts a three-fold classification of
source protection zones (SPZ) for public supply abstraction wells.

e zone 1 or ‘inner protection zone’ is located immediately adjacent to the groundwater
source and is based on a 50-day travel time. It is designed to protect against the
effects of human activity and biological/chemical contaminants that may have an
immediate effect on the source;

e zone 2 or ‘outer protection zone’ is defined by a 400-day travel time to the source.
The travel time is designed to provide delay and attenuation of slowly degrading
pollutants; and

e zone 3 or ‘total catchment’ is the total area needed to support removal of water from
the borehole, and to support any discharge from the borehole.

Information within the environmental database indicates that Section F Portishead is not
located above a groundwater SPZ.

Hydrology

This is commented on in brief in the following sub-sections as the hydrology of the site
will be dealt with in a separate technical report.

Surface watercourses

There are numerous interconnected small surface water courses and drainage ditches
in the Gordano valley, on the low-lying flat areas. The area also includes un-named
primary features, which predominantly consist of drains.

Several pollution incidents to controlled waters are recorded within 250m of the
Proposed Development corridor. These were generally minor incidents to controlled
waters through the release of oils, unspecified pollutants and sewage to drainage
ditches. These are considered unlikely to significantly impact the development.

The environmental database indicates that the biological water quality within the
interconnected drainage network is generally good (grade B). No data is presented for
the chemical quality.

Surface water abstractions

There are no surface water abstractions within 500m of the development corridor.

Site drainage

The development area predominantly comprises agricultural fields, which drain into an
interconnected drainage system and into the Severn Estuary.

Preliminary flood risk assessment

A standalone flood risk assessment is to be undertaken under separate cover. A general
overview is presented below.

The low-lying area within Section F is shown to be located within a zone 2 and 3 flood
risk area. This includes the current F and W routes, the majority of the proposed
underground 132kV route and associated compound and selected sections of the
proposed 400kV OHL (both preferred and alternative routes).

The majority of the preferred 400kV OHL section at the base of Tickenham Ridge,
parallel to the M5 motorway is shown not to lie within an area at risk from flooding.

The area beneath Sheepway is not shown to be at risk from flooding. Flood defences
are shown crossing beneath the existing F and W routes and the proposed underground
132kV cable would runs very close and parallel to these defences that are located along
Old Sea Bank at approximate NG reference 348 349 176255. Additional flood defences
are shown along Chapel Pill, in the north-eastern corner for Section F along the Severn
Estuary.

Zone 2 flood areas estimate the annual probability of flooding as one in one thousand
(0.1%) or greater from rivers and sea but less than 1% from rivers and 0.5% from the
sea.

Zone 3 flood areas estimate the annual probability of flooding as one in one hundred
(1%) or greater from rivers and one in two hundred (0.5%) or greater from the sea.
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3.5

History of site and surrounding area

The history of the land-use and development of the site and surrounding area has been
assessed based on the following sources:

e historical maps within the environmental database from 1884 to 2012.

Copies of OS and County Series maps are included in the environmental database
report in Appendix E. Reference to historical maps provides invaluable information
regarding the land use history of the site, but historical evidence may be incomplete for
the period pre-dating the first edition and between successive maps.

The development history of Section F Portishead and surrounding area from the above
sources is summarised below:

1880s: The area predominantly comprises open fields used for agricultural purposes.
Isolated farmsteads and associated buildings are located within the wider area. Main
population centres include Portbury and Sheepway. A smithy is located at Portbury,
however is shown greater than 100m south of the preferred 400kV OHL. A railway line
crosses the area from west to east and a station is located between Sheepway and
Portbury, close to the preferred proposed 400kV OHL. A number of small ponds are
located within the wider area.

1900s: No significant changes are evident.
1910s: No significant changes are evident.
1920s: No significant changes are evident.
1930s: No significant changes are evident.

1950s: An OHL is shown trending west to east close to the future Portishead substation.
A campsite is shown at Artherton House, north of Sheepway.

1960s: The landfill located north of the future Portishead substation is shown. The G,
BW and W route are shown. The camp site at Atherton House is shown as disused.

1970s: A potential substation is located immediately west of the future Portishead
substation, however the mapping for Portishead is not available. Development within
Royal Portbury Dock is evident. Residential development with Portbury is evident. The
landfills at the then proposed substation are still present.

2000s: The current substation at Portishead is constructed. A sewage works is shown
within 250m of the Portishead substation. Earth embankments are located along the
Severn Estuary. The landfill to the north of the substation is shown partly as a pond. The
car storage depot has been constructed along the eastern extent of Section F.

2010s: Additional ponds are shown north-east of the substation.
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3.6

The area within Section F Portishead has predominantly comprised open low-lying fields
used for agricultural purposes. Several historic landfills have been identified within this
area. The Current OHL infrastructure was developed between the 1960s and 1970s,
with the Portishead substation constructed between the 1990 and early 2000s.

A disused railway line crosses the area.

Sensitive land uses

There are no environmentally designated areas located along the route alignments. The
Severn Estuary, located 165m north of the substation is designated a Ramsar site, site
of special scientific interest (SSSI), area of conservation (AOC) and special protection
area (SPA). There are additional environmentally designated areas in excess of 1,000m
from the site. These are unlikely to significantly impact the development.

Wetland habitat and ponds close to the Portishead 132/33kV substation were noted to
be part of the Avon Wildlife Trust for the protection of birds.

Licences and permissions

It should be noted that the environmental database includes licences and permissions
for both Section F Portishead and Section G Avonmouth. Relevant licenses and
permissions for Section F Portishead have been discussed within Section 3.7 below.
Licenses and permissions identified for the Royal Portbury Dock have been discussed
under separate cover.

There are no records of IPC, IPPC, water industry referrals, category 3 and 4 radioactive
substances licences, red list discharge consents or sites designated as contaminated
land under part 2A within 350m of the route alignment. It is noted that land uses with
these licenses and permissions are located within Section G Avonmouth, however have
been discussed under separate cover.

A single planning of hazardous substance consent is located within 500m of the site.
This is located 480m west of the Portishead substation and relates to liquid petroleum
gas canisters. This is considered unlikely to significantly impact the site.

A single List 1 Dangerous Substances Inventory Site is recorded within 250m of the
development corridor. This site is located at NG reference 348990 177230 at Portbury
Wharf, within 250m of the G route. This site was formerly authorised for the use of
mercury, hexachlorocyclohexane, dieldrin, trichloroethylene and perchloroeythelene.
The site is recorded as being inactive.

A single List 2 Dangerous Substances Inventory Site is recorded at a sewage works
located within 100m of the Portishead substation and the G and BW routes. This relates
to the use of copper, iron, zinc and 1-1-1-trichloroethane.
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There are several discharge consent located within Section F Portishead. These relate
to the discharge of final/treated effluent from farming practises on the low-lying areas of
the Gordano valley, surface water discharge from the car parking depots in the east of
Section F Portishead and treated sewage effluent from water companies. These
predominantly discharge to drainage ditches or via soakaways where close to
Sheepway. These are considered unlikely to significantly impact the Proposed
Development.

3.7.1 Local trade entries
Portbury Wharf is located in Portishead, 750m east of the development area.

An underground high pressure oil and gas pipeline trends west to east, crossing the low-
lying areas of the Gordano valley and crosses beneath the F and W routes, the
alternative 400kV OHL option, the proposed underground 132kV cable and associated
lay down area/compound.

A garagel/vehicle services centre is located of Sheepway Lane, Sheepway.

There are no recorded petrol service stations close to the development site.

records in the vicinity of the proposed route from their historical maps or through
their planning records;

e There is still the potential for unknown contaminated land sites to be discovered
during the works;

e There are no contaminated land Part IIA of the Environmental Protection Act
1990 on or in the vicinity of the proposed route;

e Potentially contaminative land uses include:

0 Sewage works located 140m from the G route - no further information;
and

o Landfill located along the preferred 400kV OHL alignment (at Prior Farm)
— waste first received in 1991. No indication on deposited wastes. The
former Portished Branch railway line also proceeds through this area.

It should be noted that the correspondence from NSC identified further potentially
contaminative land uses, however these fall outside of Section F Portishead and have
been discussed in the appropriate section.

Correspondence from the EA included the following information:

e The EA recommend that the PRA and EIA considers historic land use and
potential contamination risks on a site by site basis.

Copies of correspondence received at the time of writing the report are presented in
Appendix F.
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3.9 Initial conceptual model

The information presented in Sections 2 and 3.1 to 3.8 has been used to compile an
initial conceptual model (ISCM). The identified potential sources of contamination,
associated contaminants and receptors have been considered with plausible pathways
that may link them. The resulting potential pollutant linkages are considered in Section
3.9.4. The risk classification has been estimated in accordance with information in

Appendix D.

3.9.1 Summary of potential contaminant sources

3.9.2 Sensitive receptors

Sensitive receptors at this site include:

Future site users (maintenance workers);

Adjacent site users (public, farmers residential/commercial properties);
Buildings and infrastructure;

Ecological receptors;

Groundwater beneath the site (secondary A/B/undifferentiated aquifers) within
superficial and bedrock; and

Surface water receptors (ponds, drainage ditches, surface water features such as
streams).

Please note that construction workers have not been identified in the conceptual model
as receptors because risks are considered to be managed through health and safety
procedures including CDM regulations.

3.9.3 Summary of plausible pathways

The plausible pathways are summarised below:

National Grid

Direct contact with soil through ingestion, dermal contact and inhalation of
particulates;

Ground gas and soil vapour inhalation;
Build up of ground gases to pose explosion risk or risk of asphyxiation;
Vertical and lateral migration of contaminants including remobilisation and leaching;

Spills of sediment/contaminants during construction/decommissioning works into
surface water receptors (e.g. surface water runoff); and

Chemical attack of infrastructure and buildings.
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3.9.4 Potentially complete pollutant linkages

The initial conceptual model is shown schematically in Figure 4 and an estimate of the
risk associated with each linkage is summarised in Table 5. The risk classification has
been undertaken in accordance with CIRIA C552 (Rudland et al., 2001), a summary of
which is included in Appendix D. A complete pollutant linkage exists where a receptor is
exposed to a source of contaminants via a pathway, such that unacceptable harm to the
receptor occurs, or could occur, as a result.

No potentially complete pollutant linkages have been identified that would result in a
high risk to receptors. A site investigation may be recommended to confirm the likely
moderate/low risk to development.

The assessment has identified that the risks associated with the potential pollutant
linkages are considered low to low/moderate. Given the site history and setting there
are unlikely to be significant risks associated with the Proposed Development although
intrusive investigations should be undertaken to confirm the findings of this assessment.

Where landfills are present beneath parts of the route alignment, risks should be
mitigated through appropriate design and adhering to relevant working health and safety
legislations.

Potential risks to building infrastructure (foundations) from aggressive ground conditions
have been identified. The bedrock within Section F comprises Mercia Mudstone Group,
which is potential sulphate bearing. In additional several landfills have been identified
close to or beneath Proposed Development areas, including a landfill north of the
Portishead substation with hazardous waste deposited. This has the potential to include
corrosive materials. Potential risks can be mitigated and risks reduced to very low/low
through appropriate concrete design.

Potential risks to controlled waters (surface water drains) from ingress of sediment or
construction material during construction activity can be mitigated through appropriate
working practises and mitigation measures.

Data gaps and uncertainties

The Proposed Development area is situated within a rural agricultural setting; ecological
receptors are located along the route alignments. Several designated ecological areas
including SSSI and environmental sensitive area’s are located within the wider area,
although not along the route alignment within Section F.

A hydrological risk assessment including flood risk assessment is to be undertaken
under separate cover.

Recommendations

There may be the requirement to undertake ecological surveys prior to commencement
of construction activity. If sensitive ecology is identified it could result in delays to
construction to allow for mitigation or cessation during sensitive periods of the year.

A flood risk assessment may be required to be undertaken and is beyond the scope of
this assessment. A hydrological risk assessment is to be undertaken under separate
cover.

Intrusive ground works will be required to confirm ground stability issues associated with
compressible ground hazards owing to the presence of soft strata along the Proposed
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Development route. Investigation may be required to collect appropriate data to support
concrete design for foundations of towers and other structures located along the
development route. It is recommended that during such investigations consideration be
given to undertaking contamination testing, sampling, monitoring to confirm the low to
moderate risk rating identified in Table 5, in particular where construction may overlap
with landfills.

The Proposed Development crosses numerous interconnected drainage ditches and
rhynes. Suitable mitigation measures should be implemented to prevent ingress of
surface water runoff or sediment arising through construction activity. Construction
activities should additionally take other ecological constraints/considerations into
account and implement appropriate mitigation measures for the protection of ecological
receptors.

Appropriate measures should be taken during construction activities to minimise
potential environmental impact from fuel use and storage. Such measures would include
storing fuel within bunded, impermeable structures or areas.

Before any site operations are carried out the site should be inspected by an individual
experienced in the recognition of Japanese Knotweed. If Japanese Knotweed is found
to be present, adequate precautions must be employed to prevent its spread, in
particular along water courses during construction and demolition activities.

Many drainage ditches and rhynes are culverted to allow access tracks to cross these
surface water features. These may be old or in general disrepair. Assessment of their
condition may be required prior to vehicle movement over them.

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APPENDIX B
SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION AND POLICY
RELATING TO CONTAMINATED LAND

Part IIA of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 (EPA) and its associated Contaminated Land
Regulations 2000 (SI 2000/227), which came into force in England on 1 April 2000, formed the
basis for the current regulatory framework and the statutory regime for the identification and
remediation of contaminated land. Part IIA of the EPA 1990 defines contaminated land as ‘any
land which appears to the Local Authority in whose area it is situated to be in such a condition by
reason of substances in, on or under the land, that significant harm is being caused, or that there
is significant possibility of significant harm being caused, or that pollution of controlled waters is
being or is likely to be caused’. Controlled waters are considered to include all groundwater,
inland waters and estuaries.

In August 2006, the Contaminated Land (England) Regulations 2006 (SI 2006/1380) were
implemented, which extended the statutory regime to include Part IIA of the EPA as originally
introduced on 1 April 2000, together with changes intended chiefly to address land that is
contaminated by virtue of radioactivity. These have been replaced subsequently by the
Contaminated Land (England) (Amendment) Regulations 2012, which now exclude land that is
contaminated by virtue of radioactivity.

The intention of Part IIA of the EPA is to deal with contaminated land issues that are considered
to cause significant harm on land that is not undergoing development (see
Environmental Protection Act 1990: Part 2A Contaminated Land Statutory Guidance, April 2012).
This document replaces Annex Il of DEFRA Circular 01/2006, published in September 2006 (the
remainder of this document is now obsolete).

e enhance the status and prevent further deterioration of aquatic ecosystems and
associated wetlands that depend on the aquatic ecosystems

e promote the sustainable use of water
e reduce pollution of water, especially by ‘priority’ and ‘priority hazardous’ substances

e ensure progressive reduction of groundwater pollution.

The WFD requires a management plan for each river basin be developed every six years.
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Groundwater Directive (GWD)

The 1980 Groundwater Directive 80/68/EEC and the 2006 Groundwater Daughter Directive
2006/118/EC of the WFD are the main European legislation in place to protect groundwater. The
1980 Directive is due to be repealed in December 2013. The European legislation has been
transposed into national legislation by regulations and directions to the Environment Agency.

Environmental Permitting Regulations (EPR)

The Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations 2010 provide a single regulatory
framework that streamlines and integrates waste management licensing, pollution prevention and
control, water discharge consenting, groundwater authorisations, and radioactive substances
regulation. Schedule 22, paragraph 6 of EPR 2010 states: ‘the regulator must, in exercising its
relevant functions, take all necessary measures - (a) to prevent the input of any hazardous
substance to groundwater; and (b) to limit the input of non-hazardous pollutants to groundwater
so as to ensure that such inputs do not cause pollution of groundwater.’

Water Resources Act (WRA)

The Water Resources Act 1991 (Amendment) (England and Wales) Regulations 2009 updated
the Water Resources Act 1991, which introduced the offence of causing or knowingly permitting
pollution of controlled waters. The Act provides the Environment Agency with powers to
implement remediation necessary to protect controlled waters and recover all reasonable costs of
doing so.

Priority Substances Directive (PSD)

The Priority Substances Directive 2008/105/EC is a ‘Daughter’ Directive of the WFD, which sets
out a priority list of substances posing a threat to or via the aquatic environment. The PSD
establishes environmental quality standards for priority substances, which have been set at
concentrations that are safe for the aquatic environment and for human health. In addition, there
is a further aim of reducing (or eliminating) pollution of surface water (rivers, lakes, estuaries and
coastal waters) by pollutants on the list. The WFD requires that countries establish a list of
dangerous substances that are being discharged and EQS for them. In England and Wales, this
list is provided in the River Basin Districts Typology, Standards and Groundwater threshold
values (Water Framework Directive) (England and Wales) Directions 2010. In order to achieve
the objectives of the WFD, classification schemes are used to describe where the water
environment is of good quality and where it may require improvement.
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Planning Policy

Contaminated land is often dealt with through planning because of land redevelopment. This
approach was documented in Planning Policy Statement: Planning and Pollution Control PPS23,
which states that it remains the responsibility of the landowner and developer to identify land
affected by contamination and carry out sufficient remediation to render the land suitable for use.
PPS23 was withdrawn early in 2012 and has been replaced by much reduced guidance within the
National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF).

The new framework has only limited guidance on contaminated land, as follows:
e “planning policies and decisions should also ensure that:

o0 the site is suitable for its new use taking account of ground conditions and land
instability, including from natural hazards or former activities such as mining,
pollution arising from previous uses and any proposals for mitigation including
land remediation or impacts on the natural environment arising from that
remediation;

o after remediation, as a minimum, land should not be capable of being determined
as contaminated land under Part IIA of the Environmental Protection Act 1990;
and

0 adequate site investigation information, prepared by a competent person, is
presented”.

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APPENDIX D
RISK ASSESSMENT METHODOLOGY

CLR11 outlines the framework to be followed for risk assessment in the UK. The framework is
designed to be consistent with UK legislation and policies including planning. Under CLR11,
three stages of risk assessment exist: preliminary, generic quantitative and detailed quantitative.
An outline conceptual model should be formed at the preliminary risk assessment stage that
collates all the existing information pertaining to a site in text, tabular or diagrammatic form. The
outline conceptual model identifies potentially complete (termed possible) pollutant linkages
(contaminant—pathway—receptor) and is used as the basis for the design of the site investigation.
The outline conceptual model is updated as further information becomes available, for example
as a result of the site investigation.

Production of a conceptual model requires an assessment of risk to be made. Risk is a
combination of the likelihood of an event occurring and the magnitude of its consequences.
Therefore, both the likelihood and the consequences of an event must be taken into account
when assessing risk. RSK has adopted guidance provided in CIRIA C552 for use in the
production of conceptual models.

The likelihood of an event can be classified on a four-point system using the following terms and
definitions based on CIRIA C552:

e highly likely: the event appears very likely in the short term and almost inevitable over the
long term or there is evidence at the receptor of harm or pollution

o likely: it is probable that an event will occur or circumstances are such that the event is not
inevitable, but possible in the short term and likely over the long term

e low likelihood: circumstances are possible under which an event could occur, but it is not
certain even in the long term that an event would occur and it is less likely in the short term

e unlikely: circumstances are such that it is improbable the event would occur even in the long
term.

The severity can be classified using a similar system also based on CIRIA C552. The terms and
definitions relating to severity are:

e severe: short term (acute) risk to human health likely to result in ‘significant harm’ as defined
by the Environment Protection Act 1990, Part IIA. Short-term risk of pollution of sensitive
water resources. Catastrophic damage to buildings or property. Short-term risk to an
ecosystem or organism forming part of that ecosystem (note definition of ecosystem in ‘Draft
Circular on Contaminated Land’, DETR 2000)

e medium: chronic damage to human health (‘significant harm’ as defined in ‘Draft Circular on
Contaminated Land’, DETR 2000), pollution of sensitive water resources, significant change
in an ecosystem or organism forming part of that ecosystem

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mild: pollution of non-sensitive water resources. Significant damage to crops, buildings,
structures and services (‘significant harm’ as defined in ‘Draft Circular on Contaminated
Land’, DETR 2000). Damage to sensitive buildings, structures or the environment

minor: harm, not necessarily significant, but that could result in financial loss or expenditure
to resolve. Non-permanent human health effects easily prevented by use of personal
protective clothing. Easily repairable damage to buildings, structures and services.

Once the probability of an event occurring and its consequences have been classified, a risk
category can be assigned according to the table below.

Definitions of these risk categories are as follows together with an assessment of the further work
that may be required:

e Very high: there is a high probability that severe harm could occur or there is evidence that
severe harm is currently happening. This risk, if realised, could result in substantial liability;
urgent investigation and remediation are likely to be required.

e High: harm is likely to occur. Realisation of the risk is likely to present a substantial liability.
Urgent investigation is required. Remedial works may be necessary in the short term and
are likely over the long term.

e Moderate: it is possible that harm could arise, but it is unlikely that the harm would be severe
and it is more likely that the harm would be relatively mild. Investigation is normally required
to clarify the risk and determine the liability. Some remedial works may be required in the
longer term.

e Low: it is possible that harm could occur, but it is likely that if realised this harm would at
worst normally be mild.

e Very low: there is a low possibility that harm could occur and if realised the harm is unlikely
to be severe.

5.1GroundSure shall charge and the Client shall pay fees at the rate and
frequency specified in the written proposal, Order Website or Order
acknowledgement form, plus (in the case of Support Services) all proper
disbursements incurred by GroundSure. The Client shall in addition pay all
value added tax or other tax payable on such fees and disbursements in
relation to the provision of the Services (together “Fees”).

(i) not remove, suppress or modify any trade mark, copyright or other
proprietary marking belonging to GroundSure or any third party from the
Services;

(i) use the information obtained as part of the Services in respect of
the subject Site only, and shall not store or reuse any information obtained
as part of the Services provided in respect of adjacent or nearby sites;

(i)  not create any product or report which is derived directly or
indirectly from the Services (save that those acting in a professional
capacity to the Beneficiary may provide advice based upon the Services);

(iv) not combine the Services with or incorporate such Services into
any other information data or service;

(v) not reformat or otherwise change (whether by modification, addition
or enhancement), the Services (save that those acting for the Beneficiary
in a professional capacity shall not be in breach of this clause 6.4(v)
where such reformatting is in the normal course of providing advice based
upon the Services);

(vi) where a Report and/or Mapping contains material belonging to
Ordnance Survey, acknowledge and agree that such content is protected
by Crown Copyright and shall not use such content for any purpose
outside of receiving the Services; and

(vii) not copy in whole or in part by any means any map prints or run-on

copies containing content belonging to Ordnance Survey (other than that
contained within Ordnance Survey’s OS Street Map) without first being in
possession of a valid Paper Map Copying Licence from Ordnance Survey,
6.5 Notwithstanding clause 6.4, the Client may make reasonable use of
the GroundSure Materials in order to advise the Beneficiary in a
professional capacity. However, GroundSure shall have no liability in
respect of any advice, opinion or report given or provided to Beneficiaries
by the Client.
6.6 The Client shall procure that any person to whom the Services are
made available shall notify GroundSure of any request or requirement to
disclose, publish or disseminate any information contained in the Services
in accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, the
Environmental Information Regulations 2004 or any associated legislation
or regulations in force from time to time.

7.Liability: Particular Attention Should Be Paid To This
Clause

7.1 This Clause 7 sets out the entire liability of GroundSure, including any
liability for the acts or omissions of its employees, agents, consultants,
subcontractors and Third Party Content, in respect of:

(i) any breach of contract, including any deliberate breach of the
Contract by GroundSure or its employees, agents or
subcontractors;

(i) any use made of the Reports, Services, Materials or any part

of them; and

(iii) any representation, statement or tortious act or omission (including
negligence) arising under or in connection with the Contract.
7.2 All warranties, conditions and other terms implied by statute or
common law are, to the fullest extent permitted by law, excluded from the
Contract.
7.3 Nothing in the Contract limits or excludes the liability of the Supplier
for death or personal injury resulting from negligence, or for any damage
or liability incurred by the Client or Beneficiary as a result of fraud or
fraudulent misrepresentation.
7.4 GroundSure shall not be liable for

(i) loss of profits;

(ii) loss of business;

(iii) depletion of goodwill and/or similar losses;

(iv) loss of anticipated savings;

(v) loss of goods;
(vi) loss of contract;
(vii) loss of use;

(viii) loss or corruption of data or information;

(ix) business interruption;

(x) any kind of special, indirect, consequential or pure economic loss,
costs, damages, charges or expenses;

(xi) loss or damage that arise as a result of the use of all or part of the
GroundSure Materials in breach of the Contract;

(xii) loss or damage arising as a result of any error, omission or
inaccuracy in any part of the GroundSure Materials where such error,
omission or inaccuracy is caused by any Third Party Content or any
reasonable interpretation of Third Party Content;

(xiii) loss or damage to a computer, software, modem, telephone or
other property; and

(xiv) loss or damage caused by a delay or loss of use of GroundSure’s
internet ordering service.

7.5 GroundSure’s total liability in relation to or under the Contract shall be
limited to £10 million for any claim or claims.

7.6 GroundSure shall procure that the Beneficiary shall be bound by
limitations and exclusions of liability in favour of GroundSure which accord
with those detailed in clauses 7.4 and 7.5 (subject to clause 7.3) in
respect of all claims which the Beneficiary may bring against GroundSure



in relation to the Services or other matters arising pursuant to the
Contract.

8 GroundSure’s right to suspend or terminate

8.1 If GroundSure reasonably believes that the Client or Beneficiary has
not provided the information or assistance required to enable the proper
provision of the Services, GroundSure shall be entitled to suspend all
further performance of the Services until such time as any such deficiency
has been made good.
8.2 GroundSure shall be entitled to terminate the Contract immediately on
written notice in the event that:

(i) the Client fails to pay any sum due to GroundSure within 30 days of
the Payment Date; or

(i) the Client (being an individual) has a bankruptcy order made
against him or (being a company) shall enter into liquidation whether
compulsory or voluntary or have an administration order made against it
or if a receiver shall be appointed over the whole or any part of its property
assets or undertaking or if the Client is struck off the Register of
Companies or dissolved; or

(iii) the Client being a company is unable to pay its debts within the
meaning of Section 123 of the Insolvency Act 1986 or being an individual
appears unable to pay his debts within the meaning of Section 268 of the
Insolvency Act 1986 or if the Client shall enter into a composition or
arrangement with the Client’s creditors or shall suffer distress or execution
to be levied on his goods; or

(iv) the Client or the Beneficiary breaches any term of the Contract
(including, but not limited to, the obligations in clause 4) which is
incapable of remedy or if remediable, is not remedied within five days of
notice of the breach.

9. Client’s Right to Terminate and Suspend

9.1 Subject to clause 10.1, the Client may at any time upon written notice
terminate or suspend the provision of all or any of the Services.

9.2 In any event, where the Client is a consumer (and not a business)
he/she hereby expressly acknowledges and agrees that:

(i) the supply of Services under this Contract (and therefore the
performance of this Contract) commences immediately upon
GroundSure's acceptance of the Order; and

(ii) the Reports and/or Mapping provided under this Contract are

(a) supplied to the Client's specification(s) and in any event
(b) by their nature cannot be returned.

10 Consequences of Withdrawal, Termination or

Suspension

10.1 Upon termination of the Contract:

(i) GroundSure shall take steps to bring to an end the Services in an
orderly manner, vacate any Site with all reasonable speed and shall
deliver to the Client and/or Beneficiary any property of the Client and/or
Beneficiary in GroundSure’s possession or control; and

(i) the Client shall pay to GroundSure all and any Fees payable in
respect of the performance of the Services up to the date of termination or
suspension. In respect of any Support Services provided, the Client shall
also pay GroundSure any additional costs incurred in relation to the
termination or suspension of the Contract. 11 Anti-Bribery
11.1 The Client warrants that it shall:

(i) comply with all applicable laws, statutes and regulations relating to
anti-bribery and anti-corruption including but not limited to the Bribery Act
2010;

(i) comply with such of GroundSure's anti-bribery and anti-corruption
policies as are notified to the Client from time to time; and

(iiiy promptly report to GroundSure any request or demand for any
undue financial or other advantage of any kind received by or on behalf of
the Client in connection with the performance of this Contract.

11.2 Breach of this Clause 11 shall be deemed a material breach of this
Contract.

12 General

12.1 The Mapping contained in the Services is protected by Crown
copyright and must not be used for any purpose other than as part of the
Services or as specifically provided in the Contract.

12.2 The Client shall be permitted to make one copy only of each Report
or Mapping Order. Thereafter the Client shall be entitled to make unlimited
copies of the Report or Mapping Order only in accordance with an
Ordnance Survey paper map copy license available through GroundSure.

12.3 GroundSure reserves the right to amend or vary this Contract. No
amendment or variation to this Contract shall be valid unless signed by an
authorised representative of GroundSure.
12.4 No failure on the part of GroundSure to exercise, and no delay in
exercising, any right, power or provision under this Contract shall operate
as a waiver thereof.
12.5 Save as expressly provided in this Contract, no person other than the
persons set out therein shall have any right under the Contract (Rights of
Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any terms of the Contract.
12.6 The Secretary of State for Business, Innovation and Skills (“BIS”) or
BIS’ successor body, as the case may be, acting through Ordnance
Survey may enforce a breach of clause 6.4(vi) and clause 6.4(vii) of these
terms and conditions against the Client in accordance with the provisions
of the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999.
12.7 GroundSure shall not be liable to the Client if the provision of the
Services is delayed or prevented by one or more of the following
circumstances:

(i) the Client or Beneficiary's failure to provide facilities, access or
information;

(i) fire, storm, flood, tempest or epidemic;

(iii) Acts of God or the public enemy;

(iv) riot, civil commotion or war;

(v) strikes, labour disputes or industrial action;

(vi) acts or regulations of any governmental or other agency;

(vii) suspension or delay of services at public registries by Third Party
Data Providers;

(viii) changes in law; or

(ix) any other reason beyond GroundSure’s reasonable control.
In the event that GroundSure is prevented from performing the Services
(or any part thereof) in accordance with this clause 12.6 for a period of not
less than 30 days then GroundSure shall be entitled to terminate this
Contract immediately on written notice to the Client.
12.8 Any notice provided shall be in writing and shall be deemed to be
properly given if delivered by hand or sent by first class post, facsimile or
by email to the address, facsimile number or email address of the relevant
party as may have been notified by each party to the other for such
purpose or in the absence of such notification the last known address.
12.9 Such notice shall be deemed to have been received on the day of
delivery if delivered by hand, facsimile or email (save to the extent such
day is not a working day where it shall be deemed to have been delivered
on the next working day) and on the second working day after the day of
posting if sent by first class post.
12.10 The Contract constitutes the entire agreement between the parties
and shall supersede all previous arrangements between the parties
relating to the subject matter hereof.
12.11 Each of the provisions of the Contract is severable and distinct from
the others and if one or more provisions is or should become invalid,
illegal or unenforceable, the validity and enforceability of the remaining
provisions shall not in any way be tainted or impaired.
12.12 This Contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance
with English law and any proceedings arising out of or connected with this
Contract shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.
12.13 GroundSure is an executive member of the Council of Property
Search Organisation (CoPSO) and has signed up to the Search Code
administered by the Property Codes Compliance Board (PCCB). All Risk
Screening Reports shall be supplied in accordance with the provisions of
the Search Code.
12.14 If the Client or Beneficiary has a complaint about the Services,
written notice should be given to the Compliance Officer at GroundSure
who will respond in a timely manner.
12.15 The Client agrees that it shall, and shall procure that each
Beneficiary shall, treat in confidence all Confidential Information and shall
not, and shall procure that each Beneficiary shall not (i) disclose any
Confidential Information to any third party other than in accordance with
the terms of this Contract; and (ii) use Confidential Information for a
purpose other than the exercise of its rights and obligations under this
Contract. Subject to clause 6.6, nothing shall prevent the Client or any
Beneficiary from disclosing Confidential Information to the extent required
by law.
