Screening Criteria:

The Inspectorate’s Comments:

Characteristics of the
Development

The Proposed Development is part of a wider development
comprising a hydrogen production plant, hydrogen distribution
pipelines, underground hydrogen storage and offshore carbon
capture storage. The Proposed Development consists of new
build and re-purposed onshore pipelines to transport carbon
dioxide (CO;) from the hydrogen production plan and existing
industrial premises to the offshore storage. This is the only
part of this development which would be covered under the
Development Consent Order (DCO); other elements of the
wider development would be consented under different
regimes.




The Scoping Report states the following works are to be
delivered under the DCO for the Proposed Development:

Grinsome Road AGI to Alcohols Site AGI CO, Pipeline

e 5.5km pipeline (up to 20 inches in diameter) transporting
up to 2.5 million tonnes per annum (Mtpa) of CO; at a
pressure of 35 barg from Grinsome Road AGI located in
Ince, Cheshire to Alcohols Site AGI located within the
Stanlow Refinery site, east of Ellesmere Port, Cheshire.

Alcohols Site AGI to Flint AGI CO, Pipeline

e 32km pipeline (up to 36 inches in diameter) transporting
up to 10 Mtpa of CO; at a pressure of 35 barg from the
Alcohols Site AGI located on land north of Connah’s Quay,
England to Flint AGI located on land south of Flint, Wales.

Grinsome Road AGI

e AGI (area approximately 64m x 34m) to be sited at one of
two possible locations adjacent to the CF Fertiliser Plant,
Ince, Cheshire. Grinsome Road AGI comprises of Pipeline
Inspection Gauge (PIG) launcher facilities, CO, vent
facilities, a connection flange into the Protos Biomass
Power Plant, a pipeline into the CF Fertiliser Plant and
provision for future local emitters.

Alcohols Site AGI

e AGI to be sited within the Stanlow Refinery site, Cheshire,
England. Alcohols Site AGI comprises of PIG receiver/
launch facilities and connections to other emitters (eg
proposed hydrogen plants).

Flint AGI

e AGI (area approximately 99m x 72m) to be sited at one of
three possible locations south of Flint, Wales. The Flint AGI
will connect the Alcohols Site AGI to Flint AGI CO; Pipeline
to the existing pipeline between Flint AGI and the Point of
Ayre (PoA) and comprises of PIG receiver/launch facilities
and CO2 vent facilities.

Associated Infrastructure

e AGIs would require the construction of associated
infrastructure, including valves, control mechanisms,
lighting, parking provisions, access arrangements and
instrumentation.

Other Works

e Installation of Cathodic Protection (CP) Transformer
Rectifier Cabinets (‘the CP system’), including below ground
cabling/ground beds and above ground rectifier cabinets,
along the length of the Proposed Development.

e Ancillary works, including temporary construction
compounds (area approximately 47m x 47m), temporary
laydown/storage areas and temporary access/haul routes




connecting to the Proposed Development from the local
road network.

Operation of the Proposed Development requires repurposing
and modification of an existing gas pipeline between Flint AGI
and the PoA. Works to the existing pipeline are to be delivered
via separate planning applications under the Town and
Country Planning Act (TCPA 1990) and are not included in the
DCO for the Proposed Development, except for the installation
of the BVSs.

The Scoping Report states that construction of the Proposed
Development will be phased over an 18-month period. The
Scoping Report states that following the 40-year operational
lifetime the CO; pipeline and BVSs would be decommissioned
(left in situ) and the AGI would be dismantled.

The Scoping Report states that trenchless crossing techniques
would be used to cross major and minor roads, railways and
major watercourses. The specific trenchless crossing technique
to be used during construction of the Proposed Development
has not been determined at this stage.

Location of
Development
(including existing
use) and
Geographical area

The Proposed Development extends south west from Cheshire,
England passing north of Chester and south of Connah’s Quay
before continuing north east towards Flint, Wales. It passes
through predominantly agricultural land and crosses multiple
watercourses, minor/major roads and rail crossings.

The precise location and design of each element of the
Proposed Development has not been defined at this stage.
However, the Scoping Report states that a 100m wide corridor
has been adopted which represents the maximum extent of
the Proposed Development, including temporary construction
works.

Figures included in Appendix A (Part 1 of 3) of the Scoping
Report identify indicative areas within the application site for
each element of the Proposed Development.

The Scoping Report does not identify any European Economic
Area (EEA) states, or features under the jurisdiction of an EEA
state, that may be affected by the Proposed Development. The
distance between the Proposed Development and EEA states
has not been specified in the Scoping Report.

Environmental
Importance

Biodiversity

The Scoping Report identifies nine National Network sites
designated for nature conservation within 10km of the
Proposed Development. These include:

e River Dee and Bala Lake/Afon Dyfrdwy a Llyn Tegid Special
Area of Conservation (SAC) which is designated for Annex I
habitats and Annex II species, including lamprey, bullhead,
and otter, is crossed by the Proposed Development.

e Dee Estuary/Aber Dyfrdwy SAC which is hydrologically
connected to the River Dee and Bala Lake SAC and
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designated for Annex I habitats and Annex II species,
including lamprey.

e Dee Estuary Special Protection Area (SPA) which is
hydrologically connected to the River Dee and Bala Lake
SAC and designated for Annex I species, migratory species,
and an assemblage of waterbirds of international
importance.

e Dee Estuary Ramsar site which is hydrologically connected
to the River Dee and Bala Lake SAC and desighated under
Ramsar criteria 1, 2, 5 and 6 (bird species/populations
occurring at levels of international importance).

e Deeside and Buckley Newt Sites SAC located approximately
50m south of the Proposed Development and designated
for Annex I habitats and Annex II species, including great
crested newt.

e Flint Mountain Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI)
which would be crossed by the Proposed Development and
is designated for unimproved neutral grassland, semi-
natural broadleaved woodland and transition communities.

e Dee Estuary/Aber Afon Dyfrdwy SSSI located 700m north
of the Proposed Development and designated for
internationally important bird populations and estuarine
habitats.

e River Dee/Afon Dyfrdwy SSSI which is crossed by the
Proposed Development and designated for aquatic and
transition habitat types and for populations of otter,
salmon, brook lamprey, river lamprey, sea lamprey and
aquatic invertebrates.

Other Environmental Aspects

The Scoping Report identifies five designated heritage assets
within the Proposed Development boundary, including the
Moated Site, Fishpond and Connecting Channel and Elton
Scheduled Monument (SM).

The Proposed Development is primarily located within Flood
Zone 2 (England) and Zone C2 (Wales), however Grinsome
Road AGI is located in Flood Zone 3. The Proposed
Development coincides with or is immediately downstream of
14 Water Framework Directive (WFD) surface water bodies
and four WFD ground water bodies.

The Proposed Development coincides with Thornton le Moors
Air Quality Management Area (AQMA) and is located within
500m of five Noise Important Areas (NIAs) and seven Noise
Action Plan Priority Areas (NAPPASs).

In addition, the Proposed Development boundary coincides
with, or is in close proximity to residential development,
community assets and greenspace, employment land
designations, agricultural land holdings, numerous Public
Rights of Way (PRoW), including the Wales Coastal Path and
multiple historic landfill sites.
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Potential impacts and
Carrier

The Scoping Report does not identify any potential pathway
for effects on EEA States. The Inspectorate notes the potential
for effects on migratory bird and fish species associated with
the various designated sites in the vicinity of the Proposed
Development but there is no evidence that should such effects
occur, that populations associated with specific EEA states
would be affected.

The Scoping Report has not identified any impacts which
would be likely to significantly affect the environment in an
EEA State.

The Scoping Report states that the assessment of cumulative
effects will consider other committed developments, including
projects that form the wider scheme (see Section 2 of the
Scoping Report). The assessment of cumulative effects will be
presented in the environmental statement. The Inspectorate
will review the potential for cumulative effects when further
information becomes available.

Transboundary screening undertaken by the Inspectorate on behalf of the SoS

Under Regulation 32 of The Infrastructure Planning (Environmental Impact Assessment)
Regulations 2017 (the 2017 EIA Regulations) and on the basis of the current information
available from the Applicant, the Inspectorate is of the view that the Proposed
Development is not likely to have a significant effect on the environment in an EEA

State.

In reaching this view the Inspectorate has applied the precautionary approach (as
explained in its Advice Note Twelve: Transboundary Impacts), and taken into account the
information currently supplied by the Applicant.

Transboundary re-screening undertaken by the Inspectorate on behalf of the SoS

Following submission of the DCO application which included the ES and the HRA Report,
the Inspectorate has reconsidered the transboundary screening decision made on 21
December 2021.

The Inspectorate has identified the following matters that differ from those considered at
the time of the previous transboundary screening decision:

Change in the description of the Proposed Development

The description of the Proposed Development is set out in the following chapters of ES
Volume II:

e ES Chapter 2 The Project.
e ES Chapter 3 Description of the DCO Proposed Development.
e ES Chapter 4 Consideration of Alternatives.

There have been some modifications and further design details provided as part of the
application documents, including:

e refinement of pipeline route options for the newbuild CO; pipeline, with a consequent
reduction in the extent of DCO boundary/ land take;

e requirement for approximately 400m of underground onshore tie-in pipe, with a 24
inch diameter and capacity of up to 4.5 MtCO. per year at a pressure of
approximately 33 barg, between the Flint AGI and Flint Connection pipeline;

¢ refinement of the location and maximum dimensions of some AGIs and BVSs;
addition of an AGI at Northop Hall, taking the total number of AGIs proposed from
three to four; and,

e confirmation that six BVS are proposed along the full length of the Proposed
Development, with one fewer BVS required on the route between the Flint
Connection to the PoA Terminal Pipeline.

Cumulative effects

The Applicant had not undertaken their cumulative and in-combination effects’ assessment
at the time of the Inspectorate’s previous transboundary screening decision in December
2021.

ES Volume II, Chapter 19 Combined and Cumulative Effects describes the Applicant’s
approach to, and the outcomes of, their cumulative assessment. The developments
considered in the assessment are presented in ES Volume III, Appendix 19.1 Inter-Project
Effects Assessment, Table 2 Long List of Other Developments and Table 3 Short List of
Other Developments. No significant cumulative effects to EEA states are identified by the
Applicant.

Appendix B of the HRA Report lists the plans and projects that were considered as part of
the Applicant’s HRA in-combination assessment. The outcomes of the assessment are
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presented at Sections 6.4 and 7.8 of the HRA Report. The Applicant does not identify any
European sites outside of the UK where the Proposed Development would result in likely
significant effects, either alone or in-combination.

Pathways for effects to EEA State(s)

The Applicant’s assessment has not identified any new pathways for effects to EEA
State(s). Effects on migratory species and/ or European sites are not predicted to lead to
likely significant effects on EEA state populations. Significant transboundary effects are
therefore considered to be unlikely.

Under Regulation 32 of the 2017 EIA Regulations and on the basis of the current
information available from the Applicant, there is no change to the previous conclusion, and
the Inspectorate remains of the view that the Proposed Development is not likely to have
a significant effect on the environment in an EEA State.

In reaching this view the Inspectorate has applied the precautionary approach (as
explained in its Advice Note twelve: Transboundary Impacts); and taken into account the
information currently supplied by the Applicant.

No further action required at this stage.

No EEA States have been identified as being likely to have significant effects on their
environment.
